Special Meeting

January 19, 2010


Chairman Bill Pavlick called the special meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. at the Co. Engineer’s Office. Present: Fred Boreman and Matt Martin of the Engineer’s Office, Jason Brenner of Lewis Land Professionals, Trustees: Colene Conley, Rick Monroe, Bill Pavlick and Fiscal Officer Bev Fry.
Matt Martin explained the reason for the meeting is to understand where we are with the drainage at the Park site. Jason Brenner then reviewed the site plan and the storm water permit. There were some questions regarding the work Fred had been doing for the township with the drainage on the east side of Columbia Road. 
ODOT is going to replace the culvert by Spellman and Columbia Road because they know there is not enough cover. In order to give ODOT the drainage necessary, there will need to be a profile review of the elevations at the western edge of the property east to Columbia Road to see if we can get enough drainage for the enclosure to be done in the future. 

Jason stated that we will need to get a permit from ODOT to lower the catch basin which is in the SE corner of the new parking lot. Don Dobson had dug up around the new drive section from the new parking lot looking for the old drainage tile and didn’t find it. We will probably need to put in a 12” pipe. There is more than likely a portion of the drainage tile broken because of the water standing in the SE corner around the catch basin. The grades are still needed to be able to decide what for sure can be done. Since Jason has already done most of them, Fred suggested that the township have Jason do the last couple of elevations needed.
Fred stated that we need to first get the grades, second work up the profile and third look to see if we can we get to the creek. We need to evaluate what options we can explore based on the grades, elevations and profile. We also need to be cognizant of the septic system and not cause any problems. 
Jason provided the trustees with a proposal for additional Engineering and Surveying services for the property issues. Colene thought about speaking with Julia at ODOT to see if ODOT will waive their permit fee since they will be replacing their culvert, but won’t at this time. There is also an option of putting in an additional catch basin on our property to help with our water problems and not need the ODOT permit. It will be a deep basin in order to get the fall from the western edge of the property. 
There was discussion regarding a wet vs. dry detention basin and the replacement/change of the current dry basin by the septic system. A decision can’t be made until the elevations are completed. The township needs to obtain an easement from the old school property owner. If that can’t be obtained, we would then need to go to another option.

Jason recommended that the township allow him to perform Item I on the Lewis proposal. Until that is done, it is not necessary to speak the adjacent property owner regarding an easement. We need to be able to analyze whether we can address the water issue with an easement.

RESOLUTION #10-01-25 – Contract with Lewis Land Professionals

Moved by Monroe, second by Conley to have Lewis Land Professionals perform Items 1 – Topographical Survey ($900), 2 – Storm Sewer Drain-Line ($1,440) and 3 – Storm Water Management ($1,750) from their proposal. Roll: Monroe, yes; Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes.
