Regular Meeting

January 22, 2009


Chairman Colene Conley called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  She led the pledge of allegiance. 
Colene then opened the public hearing and had Bev read the legal ad. Colene then read each proposal:

Add to Section 902 the following definition: ELECTRONIC MESSAGE BOARD: Any sign that uses changing lights to form a sign message or messages wherein the sequence of messages and the rate of changing is electronically programmed and can be modified by electronic process, but that do not flash or change in rapid succession so as to appear to be in continuous movement.

Amend Section 403.04.B: No flashing, revolving or rapid intermittent illumination shall be permitted.

Amend Section 404.02: A church, school, community center or other public or institutional building, for its own use: an announcement sign or electronic message board not exceeding thirty-two (32) square feet in area, six (6) feet in height and not to be located closer than ten (10) feet to any road right-of-way.
Add to Section 403.04: 

E. Electronic message boards shall comply with the following additional restrictions:

1. Each message or copy shall remain fixed for at least eight seconds; 

2. When a message or copy changes by remote control or electronic process, it shall be accomplished in three seconds or less;

3. Such Electronic Message Boards shall contain a default design that will freeze the device in one position if a malfunction occurs.

Colene then reviewed the comments made by the Planning Commission that were incorporated into the changes by the Zoning Commission. Rick asked what those were and they were reviewed.
Moved by Monroe, second by Pavlick to close the public hearing at 6:35 p.m. Roll: Monroe, yes; Pavlick, yes; Conley, yes.

Moved by Monroe, second by Pavlick to approve the above changes to the sections. Roll: Monroe, yes; Pavlick, yes; Conley, yes.

Moved by Pavlick, second by Monroe to approve the December 30, 2008 regular meeting minutes and January 8, 2009 organizational minutes. Roll: Pavlick, yes; Monroe, yes, Conley, yes.

Visitors:

· Mark Goffinett, Medina Co. Auditor’s Office – The calendar year 2009 tax bills are now online at the auditor’s website. Mark also gave instructions on how to look up your own tax bill. The treasurer’s office will be mailing them out. The bills will probably be due February 20, 2009. Also new on the website is a newsletter. Rick asked if it could be e-mailed to us and Mark will check.
· Bill Nottingham, 6724 Branch Road – mailbox got hit by the snowplow because there is a big chunk out of it. Bill was referred to Tom Croston to check it out.

· Frank Jaram, SiteTech – We purchased the old York School. I had stopped in a couple of months ago to see if the trustees had an interest in it. I am back tonight to see if there is any interest. Colene explained that we would normally talk about the purchase of property in executive session. Colene also told him that we would be meeting with the Park District to discuss it. Tom James from the Park District won’t be able to meet for 2 – 3 weeks. The demolition is complete. The last pile of crushed concrete will go to the school in the spring. The sewer system is still there and the permit is still on file.
REPORTS:
Zoning
· Bill Strizinsky from the Solid Waste called to remind the trustees of the 5-Year Plan Update for the Solid Waste Policy. He will come to next month’s meeting. Bev added that the resolution will need to be approved next month to meet their 90-day request.
· The BZA training that Bill Schultz wants to have will be March 11th and 18th, but the 18th will need to be changed.

· Pulte called and wants to make a change on their buildings so downspouts would end up on splash guards and would the trustees have an issue. The trustees all agreed that they couldn’t make that change and that it is in subdivision and needs to follow the original plans.

· Dorothy gave the trustees their reports as attached. (Item A).

· Dorothy thanked the trustees for the new ride. She said it drives nice.
· Dorothy gave the trustees a couple of more names for mailboxes hit by the snowplow. The names were given to Tom Croston. 
Fire Department

· Chief Barrett left the trustees the monthly report since he had to work tonight as attached (Item B).

· Ken asked for permission to move 51-3 to the cemetery building since it has been placed on reserve so there is room for the new pickup truck. Rick/Bill will let him know it’s ok.

Trustees

· I have interviewed Kathy Gibbons in response for the alternate position on the Zoning Board of Appeals. She has gone to a zoning basics course last night.
Moved by Conley, second by Pavlick to appoint Kathy Gibbons to the alternate position on the Zoning Board of Appeals. Roll: Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes; Monroe, yes.

· We received information from Joe O’Hara regarding the CSX Wolff Road project.
· I have looked at the LST billing comparisons and saw that we have saved approximately $5,500 from 2007 to 2008 with the additional training our members have received.

· Tom turned in his salt pickup sheets this week and had some issues with the amount of salt it said they picked up. Colene called Bill Viovode to review them and he will get back with her.
· Riding the roads: we did it Good Friday last year. How does that work? Bill is off on Wednesday and Thursday and gets off at 3:00 p.m. Colene will check with Fred for how late in the day they can start and see if Friday, April 10th will work.
· What did you guys think of the road assignments that I e-mailed you? Rick wants to keep Spellman and Indoe, but is otherwise ok with it. There has been an adjustment made so that it is more evenly distributed.
Moved by Conley, second by Monroe for the following road assignments:

Colene Conley: Bent Oak (.10), Cemetery (.12 – inactive), Heather Glen (.20), Pilgrim Dr. (.09), Pioneer Way (.43), Seven Bridges (.29), Spieth (2.46), Stillwater (.41) and Wolff (4.30) – approx. 8.40 miles
Rick Monroe: Beck (.89), Erhart (1.11), Hastings (.31), Haury (.10), Indoe (.05), Lampson (.11), Lester (.98), Province (.06), Royal Brook (.36), Spellman (.08), Stone (3.65) and Water (.13) – approx. 7.83 miles
Bill Pavlick: Bachtell (.46), Branch (2.73), East (.16), Emerald Run (.38), Gayer (.27), Hunters Trail (.40), Lake Dawn (.16), Livia Lane (.37), Sapphire (.16), Station (1.70) and Steigler (.44) – approx. 7.23 miles

· FYI: Province is a stub road by Hastings and Royalbrook Roads that will probably remain a stub.
· Mike Sweet from Sweet Lawns has sent his proposal for the 9th year.

Moved by Conley, second by Pavlick to hire Sweet Lawn again this year at a rate of $98 for the complex and $800 for the cemetery two times a year and $200 for the fence line at the cemetery. Roll: Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes; Monroe, yes.

· Do we want to put out an ad for the lawn mowing? Mr. Adamsky has called Rick a couple of times. Last time we received quotes. Rick will contact Mr. Adamsky and Treehouse. Rick asked Tom Croston if he wanted to submit a quote. Tom didn’t respond.
· Roadside mowing: I liked the specs and mileage from last year. I will contact Bill Thorne to see if we can remove the bond requirement. Fred Boreman put in a lot of time on them.
· The ODNR person sent me the paperwork we need for the park. Tom James from the Park District will help us with it if we can wait 2 – 3 weeks.

· Tom Croston asked what day we liked to have the lawn mowing done. The trustees told him they wanted it done before Memorial Day and the rest of the season is dependent on the weather.

· Colene wants to set up a meeting with Kerry Illes after we get back from Winter Conference. She is going to try for Friday, February 20, 2009 at 6:00 p.m.

· The new pickup came today. I called the insurance company to add it.
· Colene asked if Bev could send a copy of the calendar to some of our contractors. Bev will send a copy of it to Mark Morris to put it on the website so our meeting dates are there for everyone to view.

· Tom Croston gave the name of the guy that does his painting on the truck to see if the trustees were interested in using him for their new truck.

Bill Pavlick
· 5595 Hamilton, Mr. Kucharski called regarding the snow removal and that Tom start at the bottom of the hill. 
· I met with Dennis Horvath at the beginning of the month regarding the agreement for Erhart Road. We found a site distance issue and had the Co. Engineer’s Office did a study for us. There were two options given to us. We will be going with the option that doesn’t make the homeowner lose all of his trees. I contacted Treemasters for a quote. Treemasters took care of some tree trimming there and a couple of other spots for us. One of the homeowners was unhappy, but after Jeff from Treemasters, Rick and I met with him, he was fine, just would like notification in the future when trimming would be done.
· Along with Colene and Rick, I attended the 10-year anniversary at LifeSprings Church. They look at themselves as a Buckeye Church.

· Buckeye has the lowest tax rate in the county.

· The community engagement meeting at Buckeye High School discussed needs of the district and a future levy. The next meeting will be in April on our meeting night. They want input from the community. 

· Dan Miller, Lake Dawn, called today regarding ice in the roadway. Tom resolved the issue. The trustees have not received many calls at all regarding the roadways. Tom got rid of his yellow truck last week and has picked up an old county truck.

· Lester Road Project: only paving and landscaping remains. Jim Howell has asked and received an extension until June 5th to complete. I received a call from the homeowners there and one of them complained about the bottom of her driveway flooding. That was happening before also. Jim Howell did go and put some stone down to help alleviate. We have a small box culvert about 80’ north of it and Jim Howell cleaned it out for $250.

· Beck Road: I contacted Tom Giese regarding 150’ - 200’ of ditching work that is needed, but Tom will wait until spring.

· We picked up .24 miles from the mileage certification from Sapphire Court.

· Central Processing Facility is still taking Christmas trees if you have them. I spoke with Jim Troike regarding getting in on a trash rate that would be better. It would tie the hands of the township and the residents for 5 years that would not be good for us.

· Mike Pope, Litchfield Trustee was here last month regarding the Erhart Road agreement. Fred Boreman would facilitate a meeting for us. Rick will try for Wednesday, February 25th at 6:00 p.m.
· We have a couple of roof leaks that need taken care of. I will call Zwieck Roofing.

· I’ve received quotes from American Tree ($5,600) and Treemasters ($1,600) for Stone Road from S.R. 18 to Erhart Road. I rode the road with each so they knew what was needed.
Moved by Monroe, second by Pavlick to hire Treemasters at a cost of $1,600.00 for Stone Road from S.R. 18 to Erhart Road. Colene questioned the difference in price. Bill had asked Treemasters if they did any emergency tree removal and he said yes. Roll: Monroe, yes; Pavlick, yes; Conley, yes;

Township Trustees, 

Due to my work schedule I am unable to attend the monthly Trustee meeting in January. In my absence I am submitting this monthly report. 

Run Response: 

This months runs totaled 13 responses including a dumpster fire at the High School, Fire Investigation Task Force callout, and an ice rescue of a deer. Yes the deer survived. 

Training: 

Monday night trainings included: vehicle extrication, Carbon Monoxide Emergencies, In-service of new 4 gas meter, and upcoming ice rescue on the 31st of January. Four neighboring departments will be joining us for the ice rescue class. Four Officers attended 4 days of Incident Command classes last week. The ICS 300 and 400 courses are required of Officers to be eligible for grant monies. The Medina County EMS Conference is coming up on February 7th. The ITLS Conference will be the end of February. We are in the process of establishing an Orientation Program for our department to ensure that new personnel are educated on our department and community. We hope to put the program in place this year. 

Activities: 

This month we participated, along with Valley City FD, in teaching CPR at the High School, educating 20 students. After an extensive process we now have a fire hydrant installed in front of the fire station on Norwalk Rd. Once spring arrives we will be responsible to do the final grading and replace a small section of sidewalk that was removed during the installation. 

Administration: 

We have two new applicants in processing at this time. Hopefully they will be ready for the February Trustee meeting to be appointed. Victor Lenarth has turned in a letter of resignation for the Fire Inspector position; he will remain a FF/Paramedic with the department. We are investigating a FD website, including interactive links for public fire education, info about our department, pictures of station, personnel, and vehicles. Since our vehicle grant was denied for 2008, Gatchel Grant Services will rewrite our vehicle grant for 2009 at no cost. In order to remain eligible for inclusion in the grant info we need to keep the 1984 GMC Sutphen Engine (51- 3). This vehicle shows we have an aged fleet of vehicles and will enhance our ability to receive a grant for a new vehicle. Because we are in need of a space for the new Twp pickup, I would like to ask for permission to store the engine (51-3) inside the cemetery building. The vehicle has a history of breaking down when used for responses, so we have placed it in a reserve status, therefore we can keep it off site. If we do not receive a grant in 2009 for vehicle replacement, we will need to find an alternative funding source. At that time we can sell this vehicle (51-3). Please let me know if this storage idea would be possible. 

Year End Report for 2008: 

We responded to 264 requests for service. Attached is the response report. Also attached is the listing of the accomplishments, other than emergency responses, that were performed during the year. I have also included a listing of items we will be working toward accomplishing during 2009. It is only with the dedicated membership of the fire department that these items were able to be accomplished. 

I thank you for the opportunity to work with, and lead, this department today and into the future. Please contact me with any questions or concerns.
