Regular Meeting

January 28, 2010


Bill Pavlick called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  He led the pledge of allegiance. 
RESOLUTION #10-01-27 – Approve Minutes

Moved by Conley, second by Monroe to approve the December 30, 2008 regular meeting minutes and January 8, 2009 organizational minutes. Roll: Conley, yes; Monroe, yes, Pavlick, yes.

Visitors:

· Mr. & Mrs. Adamsky asked for clarification about the letter they had received. The homeowners had planted shrubs at the end of Hunter’s Trail by Wolff Road and had saved money to do that to help keep the people that were turfing the edge of the road off. As for the boulders at the cul de sac, they have been there for around 10 years. If the boulders on the one sublot are in question, they are on private property. There are also trees very close to the roadway on the same private property. The homeowner’s association wanted clarification. Rick went on to explain that it’s everything within the right-of-way which is 30’ from the centerline. The shrubs are not a concern. Colene explained the difference of the right-of-way within a subdivision vs. a non-subdivision road. One of the homeowner’s stated that two of the 15” stones are blocking a gas line blow valve which was sheared off in the late 90’s by the snowplow driver. Basically, all the rocks need to be pushed back out of the right-of-way. The big boulder that is between the trees in the cul de sac is ok. They were reassured that theirs is not the only subdivision that has an issue. The trustees will meet with the homeowner’s to verify which boulders need to be moved. Colene gave each of the couples present a copy of the inventory of items to be addressed from the Engineer’s Office.
· Brian from the Co. Auditor’s Office informed everyone that the tax bills were sent and are due February 12th. There’s a story on the website about twins that raised money for Haiti which anyone can read.

REPORTS:

Fire Department

· Chief Ken Barrett reported on “Patches” (robot) which was purchased for fire prevention training with the leftover grant money after an amendment was approved. Patches came in to be sworn in as the official mascot of the fire department. There was a short break for refreshments.
· Ken gave the trustees a copy of the run report for the past month.
· The training last month included documentation, firehouse software, hazardous materials. This Saturday we will have an ice rescue class. 

· Medina Hospital will come out next month for training on the new protocol since it is now a Cleveland Clinic facility which will go in effect on May 1st. Each EMT/Medic will have to pass a written protocol test. 

· The fire prevention group is planning for the Prom season and will do a mock crash which is tentatively set for May 5th.

· The fire training group will attend the elementary Health/Safety meeting in March.

· The explorer group is up and running with 10 members and another application.

· I received a letter from Adam Fetter to modify his leave and a letter from Monica Lenarth resigning as Captain effective January 31st.

Zoning – Dorothy Crouch
· Lisa called regarding a Homeowner’s Association for Keswick. There is an issue on a spot that was mowed which in the original plat was to remain natural. The homeowner’s association wants to mow it and it was agreed they could mow it by the trustees.

· Norm Hinman stopped in to say that all the shrubbery at Beck/Stone at the Sunde property has been removed and he is concerned about the safety. Rick and Ken will look at it to see if it is a safety issue.

· I received a call regarding hall rental for a 50th anniversary party. The rent fee/deposit was explained. A check was brought in for $200 which was the rental amount. It was then canceled and the amount is being refunded.
· Dorothy gave the trustees their reports as attached. (Item A).

Trustees

Colene Conley

· We had a couple of burials back to back where the mound of dirt settled. Don went out to fix it and after the rains, it settled again. When Tom was digging a third grave, Colene asked him to put additional dirt on the grave. It’s the first problem we’ve had. 
· Emerald Woods – Dorothy went and took pictures of the boulders which are on our property and will be addressing it.

· We need Bev to send a letter to Mike Salay to request the Engineer’s to prepare an Engineering profile to remove the hump in the road between 6754 and 6800 Wolff Road per my phone call with Fred Boreman.
· Last Saturday, the sheriff’s dept. called to say someone ran over the road signs on Beck Road again. The signs have been ordered again.

· Rick will contact Ohio Edison for a street light at Marks and Hamilton. There are two spots along Marks that would benefit from a street light. Rick will contact Medina Township’s trustees to see if they will pay for one and we’ll pay the other.

· I’m going to Liverpool Township’s meeting because a resident called asking where we got our “Welcome to York Township” signs. ODOT put them up and Colene will inform the Liverpool trustees.

· Someone called regarding the lid off his mailbox from the snowplow. Tom will take care of it.

· Ken and I had a meeting with LST regarding the billing. Vicky will meet with each department to see which each wants. We’ll be meeting with Rob in a couple of weeks. The billing for 2009 ended up at around $60,000.
· Rich Wilson from Wilson Seeding is spreading straw mulch in the park area for the erosion problem.

· Mrs. Stone called regarding Columbia Gas royalties. The check needs to come to the township.
· David Folk, Asst. Co. Prosecutor is going for a “show cause” hearing in front of Judge Christopher Collier for the Dressler case tomorrow, January 29, 2010. The trustees and Dorothy discussed the list of items for their advice on how Mr. Folk needs to proceed. 

RESOLTUION #10-01-29 – Dressler “Show Cause” Case Support

Moved by Conley, second by Monroe to support the “show cause” hearing list for the Dressler case. Roll: Conley, yes; Monroe, yes; Pavlick, yes.

Bill Pavlick
· Bill checked the R/R tracks on Station Road where a car had been stuck on the tracks and had to be removed by a tractor. There was a small pothole at the time which was not the cause. The car had gone off the side of the road and got hung up there. I’ve called CSX to report it for repairs.
· I received some calls for mailboxes hit during snowstorms. The majority of them were of the Rubbermaid plastic type, which doesn’t hold up to wet snow and the cold. I suggested that the homeowner put up a barrier if they want to keep that type of box.

· I’ve been to my second meeting at the Commissioner’s regarding the Electric Aggregation Program. Buckeye Energy was the first broker (resident’s 6% savings and commercial 3% savings on the aggregation portion). There was a second broker at this meeting which is Powering Our Communities Program (a FirstEnergy and Co. Commissioners Association of Ohio partnership) was hired. There was a long-term guarantee of 6% residential and 4% small commercial discount program.
· We received a letter from Kathy Gibbons thanking us for placing her on the Zoning Commission Board as a regular member.

· When I signed off on the road mileage, I spoke with Fred Boreman. I told him that we’re getting calls from Erhart Rd. residents that don’t like how Litchfield is doing the snowplowing on their portion. I have spoken with Tom Croston who stated there would not be a problem tracking the time and materials. 

· I’m waiting for Bill Thorne to draft some legal language regarding a trash hauler for our residents that would save them money.

· I’d like to invite the girl who did Olmsted Township’s website next month to show us what is available. 

Colene cont’d:

· We’d like to set the township cleanup date as Saturday, May 15th from 9:00 – 4:00 to coordinate with the Central Processing cleanup.

Rick Monroe

· The township sign has been modified with new cylinders so it opens higher. Bill stated it is much better.
· Buckeye Schools did not receive their lighting grant as they hoped for the football field so the old ones could go to the soccer complex.

· Federal Signal was out doing work at the Sheriff’s office. They did a test for the other townships and found our Spieth Road siren didn’t work even though it did during the monthly test. It was a communication cable that has since been replaced. The fire station one was repaired and it was a loose cable. Stone Road – broken conduit on the siren where a car hit the pole and broke the conduit. When spring comes, I will repair the conduit. 

· We picked up 1/100th of a mile that we don’t know where ODOT picked it up from. The reports don’t show it during the mileage certification.

· I received calls regarding why ODOT was removing some RPM’s (raised pavement markers). ODOT is removing them because of the road deteriorating and they will not be replaced. I asked about the Erhart/Norwalk Road washout again and was told they would take care of it.

· In regards to the Erhart Rd. maintenance agreement, Litchfield Trustees would like to set up a meeting on Thursday, February 11, 2010 at 6:00 p.m. at the Engineer’s Office. Rick will notify everyone that it is a go.

· FYI from the auditor’s office there were 1,160 foreclosures during 2009 and 960 during 2008. Contact the Auditor’s Office as soon as you get in trouble headed toward foreclosure for help or Patrice at the Planning Commission.

· Rick confirmed the Electric Aggregation Program resolution was sent to the Commissioner’s office.
