Special Meeting

February 11, 2010


Chairman Bill Pavlick called the special meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. at the Co. Engineer’s Office. Present: Fred Boreman of the Engineer’s Office, from Litchfield Township – Trustees: Dennis Horvath, Mike Pope, Nancy Wargo and Fiscal Officer Pam Shaw and from York Township – Trustees: Colene Conley, Rick Monroe, Bill Pavlick and Fiscal Officer Bev Fry.
The purpose of the meeting was to discuss the Erhart Road Maintenance Agreement. Fred Boreman has written up a draft proposal comprising what was discussed at an earlier meeting.

Fred reviewed the three interests:

1. splitting the road down the centerline from SR 18 to Smith Road with each township taking care of their half

2. concerns with paving, and
3. culvert replacement

Fred addressed in the first section those items that wouldn’t be jeopardized by splitting the road down the centerline and would work.  General pavement items went into the second section and the third group addressed the culverts being taken care of as a joint venture with guidance from the County Engineer’s Office. The trustees told Fred that he has addressed their concerns in the agreement.

Colene asked that the agreement be filed also with the Engineer’s Office so it is easier to find in the future unlike finding this one with the change of Fiscal Officers. Fred explained that the Office has a file cabinet devoted to maintenance agreements. 

Now that we have had some bad winter weather, we have had some snow removal issues. It is under the general pavement section. The discussion then centered around how many times a road is plowed and when they aren’t plowed equally. What if one township doesn’t like how the other township handles it? Litchfield explained they don’t want to put down salt until the snow subsides and then put down the salt so it doesn’t get plowed off the road. Colene explained that the residents are calling asking why they are not getting the same standard of care of their road as the rest of the township residents on their roads. Some of the suggestions were having Croston keep track of time and material and bill Litchfield; trade a road; etc. This is Litchfield’s second year of plowing their own roads and explained how it is a learning curve. Since Mike spoke with Rick, Mike asked their drivers to be sure to address Erhart. Mike then asked when the last complaint calls came in. They haven’t been called in the last two weeks so he felt they are addressing the issue. Colene asked who they have been advised by on how to plow the roads. Mike stated he has gotten advice from Bill Viovode at the Highway Department and one of their drivers used to drive for Brunswick Hills and another for Parma. The Litchfield Trustees were not in agreement to pay for the York contractor to do the Litchfield section of Erhart Road. There were mentions of the improvement being done by Litchfield so things would stay status quo. With the general pavement section, the dividing point is changing from the culvert at the bottom of the hill to Stone Road east. 
Fred pointed out on page 2 of the pro-rated payment vs. a split cost of a culvert replacement. It was agreed to leave it at the pro-rated payment to be more fair.
RESOLUTION #10-02-01 – Accept Erhart Road Maintenance Agreement

Moved by Pavlick, second by Conley to accept the Maintenance Agreement for Erhart Road as written by Fred Boreman with input from the trustees of both townships. It will go forward to Bill Thorne for his legal review. Roll: Pavlick, yes; Conley, yes; Monroe, yes.
