Special Meeting

February 20, 2009


Chairman Colene Conley called the special meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Present: Kerry Illes, Ken Barrett, Don Weiland, Rick Monroe, Bill Pavlick, Colene Conley and Bev Fry.
Kerry Illes reviewed the proposed plans for the addition to the fire station for administrative offices for the trustees, fiscal officer and zoning. There was a concern with the turning radius for the bay closest to the addition. Kerry also suggested that the additional drive by the addition remain as stone for a while to be sure the radius is good for the vehicles. 

Dorothy Crouch arrived at 6:05 p.m.

Ken will place a cone out there within the next week to see how the turning works with the current curb. If it works with the current, it will for sure to work with the additional drive area. Kerry also gave the dollar amount allowed for additions without competitive bidding. This will need to be competitive bid. The 21’ x 40’ addition will be north of the current meeting room.
Colene said she got something from the Commissioners regarding the federal stimulus and then quickly put something together for the Commissioners.

Ken had asked about the possibility in a few years when the economy gets better to possibly put an addition on the front of the building facing SR 18. There was discussion regarding how close to the property line additions can go. 
Ken left at 6:12 p.m. for another meeting.

Kerry was asked for an estimate of the price. The cost estimate at this time is approximately $60 - $65 sq. foot. This would be a pole barn-type construction. The current 12’ x 19’ zoning/administrative office would be split into the fiscal officer’s office and storage area. The addition would have a 13’ x 21’ area for the trustees, a 5’ hallway and the remainder would be for the zoning office.

There was discussion regarding what regulations are in existence for the pole construction. Kerry stated he’s not been aware of problems with the poles rotting when the proper poles were used. It has been his experience that the problems arise when cheaper poles are used. Colene stated she wanted windows with shutters on the north side like the others, not the short high ones as proposed. Colene also stated she wanted the fixed glass windows along the hall of the two proposed offices.
Norm Hinman arrived at 6:30 p.m.

When asked about a vault area, Kerry stated that a vault has to have a two hour rating for a fire. It could be either a block wall or poured wall. It could not be drywall. Kerry stated they insulate all concrete floors and sidewalks under stoops. There was also discussion regarding the current problem areas on the existing building to avoid.
Kerry said the next step would be for them to do a working drawing. They would then go forward and prevailing wage info would have to be gotten right before it goes to bid since they have a 90 day life. Illes would write the legal ad and bring to us to put in the paper. Kerry also stated we would have to appoint a prevailing wage coordinator and whoever is going to receive the bids should write the date and time received on them.

Moved by Pavlick, second by Monroe to go forward with the addition to the fire station. Roll: Pavlick, yes; Monroe, yes; Conley, yes.

Moved by Monroe, second by Pavlick to adjourn the meeting at 6:59 p.m.  Roll: Monroe, yes; Pavlick, yes, Conley, yes.
