Regular Meeting

February 28, 2008


Chairman Rick Monroe called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  He led the pledge of allegiance.
Moved by Pavlick, second by Monroe to approve the January 24, 2008 regular meeting and special meeting minutes and February 5, 2008 special meeting minutes. Roll: Pavlick, yes; Monroe, yes; Conley, yes.
Visitors:
· Earl Kanzeg was present to discuss the spring cleanup. The date will be May 10th from 8:00 to 4:00 which is the same as in the past couple of years for the second Saturday in May. Bill will finalize with the Sheriff’s Office for the cleanup crew. Earl will also get Safety Kleen and C. Martin Trucking. There will be a fee for tires, which has been around $2.00. It will be 50¢ more than Central Processing charges us. 
Moved by Conley, second by Pavlick to have Safety Kleen and C. Martin Trucking here for spring cleanup. Roll: Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes; Monroe, yes.

· Norm Hinman stated we need to do something with the parking lot by the old schoolhouse. It’s not a hard enough surface and we’ve had a hard time getting a disabled member out. A recommendation was using 411 and a need for signage. It would not be done until after spring cleanup.

· Norm Hinman mentioned about Mr. Nash having lived in York Township who then went on to be a Governor of Ohio. It has been suggested to get a sign for him.

REPORTS:
Zoning:

· The newsletter deadline is March 5th to Dorothy. Articles can be e-mailed to her. Debby is getting addresses together to add to the newsletter listing.

· Bill will do a sheriff’s report on the crosses and angels being smashed at the cemetery.

· An ad will be put in the paper for March 15th as the deadline to clean off the graves. A sign will be placed at each driveway. Don Weiland dropped off a requisition for the materials needed to organize the building. 

· Dorothy gave the trustees a copy of the zoning report. Rick brought up the York Methodist Church zoning fee. There was discussion about reimbursing them for the amendment fees because of design flaws. They were in last year and paid full price.
Moved by Monroe, second by Conley to reimburse York Methodist Church for their variance and conditional amendment of $400 each for a total of $800. Roll: Monroe, yes; Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes.

Fire:

· Chief Barrett gave the trustees their monthly report.
· The special operations trailer has been completed and is in operation.

· There were 16 members who took the Swift Water Awareness class and 14 members who took the Ice Rescue Technical class. The class also had members from Medina and Liverpool Townships.

· All vehicles have 6” numbers on them now per the County Guidelines and NFPA.

· Ken has moved into the front office and created a SCBA work area in the bays.

· Vic Lenarth has shown interest in fire inspection and will take the class in April. We currently have Jim Bogner, Richard Hill and myself with inspector cards.

· Ken will be going to Tri-C West over the new updates on fire rules.

· Our 2007 federal grants were denied. These are the ones the company from Canton had applied for. Because of not feeling it was done properly, they’ve offered to do them this year for us for free. If we were to receive a grant, they would then like 8% of the fees with a maximum of $3,000. Ken will work with her.
· The $4,000 EMS grant was received.

· The pre-prom committee will hold a mock trial on May 7th for the juniors and seniors. 

· Columbia Gas has given the department $200 a year the last couple of years.

· Colene asked about a defibulator for the Town Hall. Ken suggested that we check with the prosecutor’s office to see what liability would be involved. Richard Hill suggested that we see if there is a grant available and get one for the old schoolhouse also.

Trustees:

Bill Pavlick:

· Thanked the township for sending him to the Winter Conference. He attended some good information sessions to help a new trustee.
· I spoke with Mr. Thorne regarding the Keswick Subdivision and the parking of cars on both sides of the road. He stated he’s talked with Colene and will be sending a letter with our options.

· Mr. Morris called about a property split he wants to do and advised him to speak with Dorothy.

· I attended the Co. Township Assoc. meeting this month which was held at the sheriff’s office with the new communication center. There is an ability to call households with an amber alert. The ability is not there to call cell phones.

· I’ve spoken with Litchfield Equipment asking them to submit a bid when we advertise for roadside mowing.
Moved by Pavlick, second by Monroe to bid out roadside mowing with the bids to include an hourly rate as well as the total cost to do the mowing. Roll: Pavlick, yes; Monroe, yes; Conley, yes.
Visitors cont’d:

· Supt. Honakala from Buckeye and Treasurer Carolyn Weglewski came. Carolyn gave the trustees a copy of the CAFR for FY07. The Superintendent asked about coming to the zoning meeting next week regarding the school’s sign. He also asked Chief Barrett about the possibility of having a squad at the soccer game. Chief Barrett will speak with the other two chiefs to see what can be set up. Chief Barrett asked the superintendent about the exterior doors being replaced with some of the sales tax money. It will be done over time as we are about 1/3 of the way done.

Colene Conley:

· I received an e-mail regarding the plowing of the roads. I explained the process to the gentleman. 
· Dorothy received a call regarding a break away on Spieth Road by Abbeyville where a resident blew out two tires. Tom patched it.

· Rick and I received a complaint about the Spieth Road R/R crossing. They are now taken care of.

· I received an e-mail from a woman regarding snowplowing and informed her that she lives on a county road, not a township road.

· Noel Sargent from Spieth Road called about getting Armstrong Cable. Karen Wolf stated the Cable Co. is contemplating going down the road in 2009. They have to be careful at the tracks.

· I sent Tom to Mr. Hendricks to repair a washout from the heavy rains.

· Mrs. Hanwell, Stone Road, called regarding being next to the CEDA property. She was surprised to find out that industry may be next to her.

· We had requested a new updated Campus Plan from Oxbow Engineering a couple of months ago. We are sending a letter to our representatives questioning what kind of funding is available for blighted areas. Supt. Honakala commented that Buckeye may have an offer on the old school.

· Colene commented on the sessions she attended at the Winter Conference. 

· Bill and I were present at the Parade meeting. They will not have the speaker this year.

· The three trustees have been invited to the pastor’s home for a breakfast on March 8th.
· I have sent Bill Thorne a copy of the property maintenance form I use in Middleburgh Heights for review.

· Colene asked both gentlemen if they’ve signed up for the classes for the Leadership Academy. To graduate, you have to go to Washington D.C. to the NATat Conference.
Rick Monroe:
· Regarding the Spieth Rd. R/R tracks, there was an entire timber missing. The R/R Company told me it was a low priority problem. Rick explained to the company that it was a liability problem. CSX did have it repaired within a day.
· Royalbrook Drive resident complained about the bright lights from the new Ohio Edison substation. As it turns out, he’s lived in city developments all his life. I’ve passed the complaint along to Ohio Edison. This person’s house is approximately 3,000’ from the Ohio Edison substation. The project is still on track. Ohio Edison will be coming out on Monday, March 17th for the fire department’s training. Medina City, Medina and Liverpool Township departments have also been invited.

· Lester Road culvert project – still having an issue with one of the residents signing a work agreement. The Co. Engineer’s Office is also helping. They are looking at re-engineering it to not need the work agreement.

· We received a letter from James Bennett having left the Prosecutor’s Office and is now a U.S. Attorney. Brian Richter has taken his place. We need to set up an appointment with Brian to review some cemetery boundary issues. We’ll try for March 11th at 5:30 p.m.

· The crossing gates on Stone Road are now up and operational. 
· Donna Mittler, retired Brunswick school teacher, has asked for any type of volunteer work. Rick gave her number to Chief Barrett.

· After March 16th, the Buckeye Library will be open 6 days a week thanks to the levy.

· I received a call from Bill Viovode from the Highway Department twice today. We have used almost all of our 800 ton allocation. There is only 20 ton remaining. I was informed we have used almost twice the salt a county route driver (for approximately same number of miles) has and 200 ton more than their highest use driver. Rick told Tom Croston to do intersections only. Tom suggested the township might build a salt shed and that it would pay back in two years. Bill Viovode has also asked for a letter stating whether we want to buy more. Colene suggested we ask for another 200 ton of salt.
Moved by Conley, second by Pavlick to draft a letter to the Highway Department requesting another 200 ton of salt. Roll: Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes; Monroe, yes.

· In the fall, let’s put together a committee to review our insurances prior to the renewal date and include someone from the fire department.
· We’ve all received copies of our quotes for lawn maintenance. There is a $2,535 difference in the quotes. Treehouse Landscaping submitted a quote for $17,935 and Adamsky Lawn Service submitted a quote for $15,400.

Moved by Pavlick, second by Conley to contract with Adamsky Lawn Service at a cost of $15,400 payable in 7 equal payments of $2,200 from April through October. Roll: Pavlick, yes; Conley, yes; Monroe, yes.
· Please remember to vote on Tuesday, March 4th.

Conley cont’d:

· We need to have a public hearing on zoning definition changes. It will be held at 6:30 at the beginning of the March 27th meeting.

· I’ve spoken with Chris from LifeForce billing regarding some of the names on our monthly billing. Ken Barrett also suggested that in the future we may want to look at adjusting our run fees.

· I’ve received an e-mail from Rita Holt, Medina Township Trustee who talked about a joint fire district. We may want to sit down to discuss it. Richard Hill commented that as a resident, he would be in favor of forming a district with Liverpool and Litchfield since that comprises the Buckeye School District if we were to do one.

Visitor’s cont’d:

· Richard Hill commented about salt usage and waste by both the State and County.

· Richard Hill said that when some concrete work was done across from Jane Weiland last year, in the dark, they had no more reflective vests. He stated he almost hit one of the people.

· FYI: Armstrong 2007 Franchise fees received $11,150.73. Last year was $3,920.58.
