Special Meeting

March 12, 2009


Chairman Colene Conley called the special meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. Present: Rick Monroe, Bill Pavlick, Colene Conley, Bev Fry and Tom James from the Medina Co. Park District.
Colene explained the reason for inviting Tom James in that we have received a grant through Bill Batchelder’s effort for $125,000 to proceed with the park project. Tom stated that he walked the property with Don Dobson last fall. Tom stated the first thing the trustees needed to do was decide what they wanted. For purposes of a playground, water feature or covered area, that would be relatively easy. The portion that is wooded would be a good area for walking trails. The area of the property nearest to the fire station would be a good place for the playground and pavilion since parking area could be shared with the existing station area and park area.
The nature trail area wouldn’t be very expensive because once it was laid out, we would probably be able to get a boy scout or scout troop to do the work. The cost for a playground can be anywhere from $20,000 - $40,000 depending on the amount of equipment. The trustees talked about putting in a gravel parking lot first and paving it at a later date when more funds were available. The county park’s pavilions are 30’ x 40’ that come in a kit and cost approximately $40,000. You can build a pavilion for less than that. There are two major playground companies – Game Time and Miracle. 
Tom James was asked if the Park District could help us lay out some of the trails. He would talk to the nature guy at the office. Tom was also asked if the state would help us to stock a pond if we put it in. Tom stated that was a no. The state isn’t interested

The park district has a landscape architect that may be interested in doing our layout as a side job. If he isn’t, he knows another architect that might be. 
There was discussion regarding the placement of a playground area, pavilion and pond on the property. Tom will speak with the landscape architect regarding a concept plan so we can keep moving to the next step. Colene gave a copy of the grant application to Mr. James to take back to the office. 

For the purposes of the grant, we’ll show the trails in the woods area; a playground for 5 – 12 year olds; the parking lot will have approximately 40 spots; the pond to be planned will be somewhere between ½ and 1 acre; there will also be a picnic shelter added and unisex restroom. The Park District uses a vault-type restroom. Tom James will help us with the necessary paperwork for the grant.
