Regular Meeting

March 27, 2008


Chairman Rick Monroe called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. He led the pledge of allegiance.

Rick then opened the public hearing to consider amending the York Township Zoning Resolution, Section 902 to change the definition of STRUCTURE and to add the definition of CLUBHOUSE. Dorothy Crouch read the proposed changes to everyone. The addition of “resting on the ground” is to be added to the structure definition. We did not have a definition for clubhouse at all. 
The definition of STRUCTURE is to read as follows: Anything constructed or erected with a fixed location on the ground attached to something having a fixed location on the ground, or resting upon the ground including but not limited to signs, buildings, sheds, fences and swimming pools.

The definition of CLUBHOUSE to be added to Section 902 is to read as follows: The principal building associated with a golf course which typically contains the pro shop, administrative offices, exercise facilities and locker rooms, golf cart storage and maintenance, and may also contain food and beverage services, including public meeting and banquet rooms and related facilities.

Moved by Conley, second by Pavlick to approve the proposed changes as stated above for the definition of structure and clubhouse. Roll: Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes; Monroe, yes.

Moved by Conley, second by Pavlick to close the public hearing. Roll: Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes; Monroe, yes.

Moved by Pavlick, second by Conley to approve the minutes of the February 28, 2008 regular meeting and March 11, 2008 special meeting with Colene noting the correction of the mowing bids not having been advertised when we said we would. Bill Pavlick and Bev Fry noted that no bid opening date and time was set so they couldn’t be advertised. Colene noted that normally we advertise when we say we are going to. Roll: Pavlick, yes; Conley, yes; Monroe, yes.

Visitors:

· Mark Goffinet from the Medina Co. Auditor’s Office – reported on the federal stimulus package and qualifications for receiving it.
· Mr. Kubis rents in Medina and has property on Bachtell Road and has concerns with his property being in a low-lying area. I received a letter from NOACA. There will be a meeting April 9th regarding the riparian buffer zones and setbacks. We received a letter from the Farm Bureau today also giving information on it. My concern is in the low-lying area and if it is determined to be in this setback it would render it pretty much useless.

· Todd Supeck came and stated he would be interested in the alternate position of the Zoning Board of Appeals. Todd is a board member on the Medina Co. Board of Health.
Moved by Conley, second by Pavlick to appoint Todd Supeck as the alternate to the Zoning Board of Appeals. Roll: Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes; Monroe, yes.

· Bob Adamsky gave a picture of the cul de sac where he lives where the person doing our snowplowing has broken up the curb. The Homeowner’s Association has asked that we check into it. There is an approximate 4’ area broken out. Tom Croston commented that his driver slid into it during the ice storm when he couldn’t stop. Mrs. Adamsky commented about all the ruts that are more than normal in the grass on the side of the road. Can we do something to prevent this in the future? Tom commented that it was again during a white out when we have a hard time seeing. Mr. Adamsky asked that the salt not be put down so heavy on Hunter’s Trail. We’ve asked that of the drivers before. Bob will be doing the lawn mowing this season. Bob has asked that the contract be changed from 7 monthly payments to 12 monthly payments on the $15,400 contract.
Moved by Monroe, second by Conley to make the change to 12 monthly payments on the Adamsky Lawn Service contract. Roll: Monroe, yes; Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes.

· Frank Schmidt commented on the suggestion by Norm Hinman for a sign for Governor Nash. Frank asked about changing the name of Spellman Street to Governor Nash Street or something. Do the trustees have the authority to do something like this? Spellman Street is part of the Spellman Plat. It will be looked into. In 2004, the speed limit was lowered on a few of the township roads, one of them being Wolff Road that I live on. It doesn’t look like many people are abiding by the 45 mph so why not take down the road signs. Going west on Wolff from Abbeyville Road, there is approximately 1 mile before the first 45 mph sign. I have yet to see anyone stopped for speeding. Colene noted that the sheriff had someone pulled over last weekend. The signs are set according to the regulations covering signs. Richard Hill added that the afternoon seems to be the worst from 2:00 – 4:00 when school lets out. Frank saw in the ORC 503.061 which allows the trustees to request the Director of Transportation to put up signs at the borders indicating the boundaries of the townships. The trustees would need to pass a resolution to forward to the Director of Transportation.
REPORTS:
Zoning:
· Dorothy gave the trustees the zoning report (Item A attached). 
· The outdoor wood burners are beginning to gain popularity. We are starting to get a few in our township also. Bill Thorne is looking at some proposed language for us. EPA is looking into making some changes for them also.

· Buckeye has asked for a variance for a sign. We need to look at animated signs for the code.

Moved by Conley, second by Pavlick to pass a resolution #08-03-1a to thank Jane Weiland for having maintained the sign out front for the past 12 years through all the wind, rain, cold, etc.

· Chief Barrett gave me an e-mail on a day camp within our township. She has done everything according to the guidelines of the State and is registered with the State. She doesn’t do day care; she does day camp which only has two pages in the ORC. She did not know about township zoning, but will be applying for a conditional permit. She is very cooperative.
· Last year we had 81 new homes. 

Fire:

· Chief Barrett gave the trustees the run report for the last month.
· During the bad storm last month, it was suggested that we man the station. We had a minimum of 3 people from 2:00 p.m. on Saturday to 7:00 a.m. on Sunday.
· There will be a mock trial of those involved in the mock crash last year for the prom activities this year and will be held on May 7th at the High School. Prosecutor Holman will be the prosecutor, Mr. DeAngelo (a Buckeye Grad) will be the defense attorney and Judge Kimbler will be the judge.

· We are helping with Mrs. Cullins’ health class with CPR training.

· We had various trainings this month including someone from Ohio Edison for the power substation which is the second largest in the state. 

· We have submitted 6 grants this month. 
· I went to a training last month that now is requiring firefighters to also have continuing education units like the EMT’s do. They will have to be certified by next February and then re-certify every three years with 18 hrs. of CEU’s each year, for a total of 54 CEU’s when they re-certify every three years.
Trustees:

Bill Pavlick:

· The litter crew is set up at the sheriff’s end for the township cleanup day.
· Received a call from a resident regarding the truck scales being opened by the City and within a half an hour, our township roads, especially Stone Road gains increased traffic. When we see that happen in the future, we are to contact the Sheriff’s Office and the portable scales will go out.

· Received a call from someone putting in a log home at Emerald Woods and the excessive mud on the road.

· Jim Miller and I attended a meeting with Buck Adams on the 100-year flood plan and how they work with developers.

· We rode with Fred Boreman, County Engineer’s Office, to do our road check. He commented that our roads were in good shape and didn’t need paving, but could use striping.

· In regards to the roadside mowing, I asked Bev to help with specs for roadside mowing. Colene wants added in for cutting behind mailboxes, bridges, guardrails and any telephone poles within the right of way. There was a lot of discussion regarding what people want to see in mowing roadsides. Everyone seems to have different viewpoints on how they wish to see their tax dollars spent and varied from just mowing for site distance to keeping everything along the roadside completely clear and neat.
Moved by Pavlick, second by Monroe to advertise and open roadside mowing bids at 6:30 p.m. on Thursday, April 24, 2008. The specs need to be completed before advertising. Roll: Pavlick, yes; Monroe, yes; Conley, yes.

Rick Monroe:
· After several attempts, I have been unable to get the Lester Road resident to sign the work agreement. The County Engineer’s Office re-engineered the culvert to not need the work agreement signed by him. Dan Becker wants to put this out to bid in May and try to limit the time frame for the least amount of disruption. 

· Received a call from a Pioneer Way resident with the amount of salt still on the road three days after it’s been put down. We would like to ask that during a snow storm on concrete roads salt be put down only at the intersections and the remainder of the concrete road be plowed.

· Bill Viovode has told me that they have received some salt, but would like for us to continue to conserve. 

· I stopped by the cemetery to check on Don and check out his work. He has done a great job on making some shelves in the building at the cemetery. The storage racks came out really nice. 

· Tom James, Medina Co. Parks Director would like to meet with us. We’ll have a work session with him here at the Complex on Tuesday, April 1st at 5:45 p.m. 

· Last summer, we had a structure fire on Columbia Road. Valley City provided mutual aid to us. One of those fire members was receiving a bill for a run fee. LifeForce has notified us that the workers comp claim has been approved and there will not be any more bills from LifeForce to him.
· Regarding the truck scales – spoke with Police Chief Dennis Hanwell, Medina City regarding issues they’re having with the scales. His captain will notify Jay at the sheriff’s office when they are in operation so Jay can bring the portable scales out. If they are pulled over within a 3 mile radius of the truck scales, they can be sent back to the truck scales. Dennis said the shooting range for the police department is not complete yet and nothing will be done until summer. If we hear any complaints, we are to notify him and they will modify their hours.

· I attended the Historical Society’s first annual Easter Bunny visit. They did a great job and it was well attended. I want to thank the Historical Society for their hard work.

· The Greater Medina Chamber of Commerce is having a shop Medina County Showcase. Do we want to pay $140 for a table for 3 hours? No. We’ll do our thing at the fair and Career Center.

· Please support the Buckeye FFA next Wednesday, April 2nd by attending their donkey basketball game.

Colene Conley:

· Tom Croston informed the trustees that he broke two plows at the west drive of the Buckeye Library on the curbs. Colene will contact Joe O’Hara on this.
· Rick and I went to the County Health Advisory Council and passed out a Health Department booklet on things they do.
· I asked Bill Thorne to send the parking regulations for Hastings in the Pulte Subdivision and Seven Bridges in the Pride One Subdivision with people parking on both sides of the roads. We did this on Lake Dawn for snow emergencies. We will need to post so they don’t park on the side with the fire hydrants.

Moved by Monroe, second by Pavlick to post no parking signs for the hydrant side of the streets – Hastings and Seven Bridges. Roll: Monroe, yes; Pavlick, yes; Conley, yes.

· Richard Hill asked if there weren’t parking regulations in the zoning code. The response was no.

· I’ll have to call regarding broken delineators at the Keswick’s new road coming out to Spieth Road. There is a drop off there.

· The stop sign on Seven Bridges/Abbeyville and Seven Bridges/Spieth are not erected properly. Pat Rakoci is having them fixed.

· The drainage area is still holding water. I’ve contacted Bill Viovode and he’s stated it will be taken care of. I’ll have to call Bill Thorne to draft a letter to Pulte so it’s taken care of.

· Barb Beach, Granger Township sent me a copy of the evaluation form that Copley Township uses to evaluate their employees. I’ll make copies for the rest of you. 
· Rick and I worked on costs to do a park on this property and sent letters to several representatives, Batchelder, Amstutz to name a few. 

· We received a letter from CSX regarding the extension that has been granted for the crossing arms on Wolff Road.
