Regular Meeting

April 24, 2008


Chairman Rick Monroe called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  He led the pledge of allegiance. 
Moved by Conley, second by Pavlick to approve the minutes of the March 27, 2008 regular meeting, April 1st, April 3rd, and April 22nd, 2008 special meetings with the following addition for April 3rd that the package Fred Boreman brought had pictures of Erhart Road showing the Litchfield side vs. the York side for roadside mowing maintenance and that Fred had a drawing showing mowing suggestions.  Roll:  Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes; Monroe, yes.
Visitors:

· Mr. Peyton and Mr. Weiland from the Historical Society were present asking for a letter allowing them to place a barn between the school and granary, which he was given. Mr. Peyton had called about a location for the barn they are purchasing through Letha House. He provided a site plan which was forwarded to Oxbow Engineering for review. Another suggestion was to place it in the parking lot which would not be a good idea for taking away from the available parking. When it is time to put up the barn, they are to see the Zoning Commission.  

· Colene spoke with Mr. Peyton and Mr. Weiland regarding handicap access at the old schoolhouse. Mr. Hambley had suggested that we apply for Community Block Grant Funds. An engineer was out there doing some work for it and said that the trustees should just open a PO and do the work. I’ve spoken with Fred Boreman regarding paving plans for a parking lot and sidewalk from the area to Columbia Rd. and a sidewalk from the station to the rail trail. We need to discuss whether we’re ready to put up our portion of the funds needed if we receive grant funding for the handicap accessibility portion.  

· Mark Goffinet, Co. Auditor’s Office was present to announce that Mike Kovack wants to remind the residents about a rebate available on taxes for structural damage during a storm and also that the Auditor’s Office is sponsoring a Memorial Day essay contest for high school sophomores, juniors and seniors with a deadline of May 5th.

· Tim Fuller was present regarding the riparian setback. Had we voted on the Lake Erie water thing? Soil and Water gave a presentation last fall and had stated that they would study it. The trustees have not agreed to anything yet except that it would be studied. Dorothy provided a copy of the November 15, 2007 minutes to Tim and the trustees where the resolution was approved by the trustees to study the Rocky River Watershed Plan. Gilbert Fuller and Roger Morlock also commented that the regulations of grassy waterways have always been in effect. Tim also commented they’ve found out he has 40 out of a 180 page document. They would like to know what is in the rest of the document. Fullers believe that the incentives are going to the parks and Lake Erie and are being taken away from the property owner. The Fullers and Roger Morlock believe this is part of a bigger bush. Roger asked if they are bound to something. The trustees don’t believe they are, but the Fullers and Roger Morlock question that. They don’t feel property owners will own their water in the future, that it would be owned by the Watershed Program. The Fullers and Roger are questioning what the trustees “support” means. They are concerned about their property rights being taken away. Colene and Rick suggested they will speak with our attorney to find out what we have agreed to and then get back to them. Tim was referred to Steve Hambley also.
· Jim Miller asked about a zoning workshop at the Tangier on Friday, May 9th and would we be approving the payment for anyone? The cost is $75/$90 each for the all day meeting. The reservations must be made by April 29th for the discount rate. The info is to be given to Bev once it is known who will be going.
Moved by Conley, second by Monroe to approve the payment of the zoning workshop for those interested from the Zoning Commission, BZA and Dorothy Crouch. Roll: Conley, yes; Monroe, yes; Pavlick, yes.

REPORTS:
Fire Department:

· Chief Barrett gave a letter to the trustees with his report since he is at work tonight.
· Trainings are continuing for both the EMS and fire fighters.

· Emergency Vehicles Driver Training Course will be held on June 7th.

· There were five officers that attended the pipeline training in Strongsville which was very good. 

· The federal grants have been submitted and so far looking ok since they haven’t been denied as of yet.

· There is also a sheet listing various items he would like to donate to the Career Center for their training classes, such as SCBA’s and helmets. 
· The new computers have arrived. One is installed and the other will be installed this weekend. One of the department members is a Microsoft Engineer and he is heading up the installation. 

· Ken attended the FDIC Conference in Indianapolis gaining much info regarding upgrades for the future.

· Jason Creamer and Ken are in the Fire Instructor Course through CCC.

Zoning:
· Dorothy stated that another cemetery has had vandalism and when they were making out a sheriff’s report, since they don’t have “No Trespassing” signs they would be out of luck. Dorothy has a copy of a 12” x 18” No Trespassing sign to post if we desire.
· Chris Barnes had called stating that her 4-H Club walked the rail trail and picked up trash and dumped it in the dumpsters. 

· Lewis Monument had overpaid for some footers. He overpaid $25 each for Jason and Patricia Piatt. We will need to send a check for the refund next month.

· A person came in to see if we were looking for someone to dig graves.

· A person from Allied Waste called wanting to know if we could change the dumpster at the cemetery so they only had to pick it up once a month. The trustees stated they weren’t interested in changing.

· Someone has cut the piping and shredded the wrapping on it and put it everywhere behind the old school.

· The Spieth Road massage person has turned her garage into a full fledged business not just massage. She doesn’t have any building permits or city water. An adjudication order has been given to her by the county with 30 days to bring it into compliance. The house has a for sale sign in front of it now. She intends to rent it. The Building Dept. may remove the occupancy permit. 

· 5603 Wolff Road has 2 or 3 dune buggy type vehicles. They are not licensed because they are not road worthy.

· Colene thanked Dorothy for the newsletter and it has been sent to The Printery. 

Trustees:
Colene Conley:

· After some arm twisting and pleading, Hannah and Heather Echle have agreed to be our sign changers for a three month trial. At the end of the trial, we should look into getting them a little something for doing it. Bill Thorne would be able to let us know how to do that.
· Dennis Krypowski from Wolff Road called regarding the twin 48” culverts. It has been turned over to Bill Viovode at the Highway Department. They are rusting out on the bottom.

· Jim Lytle sent an estimate for motor paver on Spellman & Indoe Roads at a cost of $8,395.00 which includes the motor paver, berming and chip/seal.

Moved by Conley, second by Pavlick to approve Lytle Construction to do the motor paver work on Spellman & Indoe Roads a cost of $8,395.00. Roll: Conley, yes Pavlick, yes; Monroe, yes.

· Regarding the parking lot grant, Diane Rantfl stated she wouldn’t be able to approve the whole parking lot, only the handicap portion and is there any way a sidewalk can be worked into it? A sidewalk could come to Columbia Road and also from the fire station to the rail trail. We can have the Engineer’s Office to work up the estimate for the sidewalks and parking lot.
· We will meet with Tom James from the Medina Co. Park District regarding the Lawson Property. Rick will schedule the meeting.

· Would you like to set up a meeting with George Smerigan regarding possibly adding onto this building to add offices for us or building an administration building next door? Colene will set something up.

· I’ve spoken with Pat Crouch regarding centerline striping. The County received a grant this year for striping. The fiscal officer is to send a letter to him asking that if the county goes out for bid for additional striping to include us.

· The Mandrych’s came and signed a new easement.

· The salt shed – I’ve spoken with Barb Beach regarding theirs. They had W. G. Dairy from Creston erect theirs. Granger does like their salt shed and it cost approximately $14,000.00. Barb also sent her the ODOT purchasing program for salt. 

Bill Pavlick:

· Across from 7152 Branch Road, we need some ditching done. Croston’s quote was $2,500 and he would do the tree removal. Tom Giese’s quote was $1,280 for the ditching and American Tree’s quote was $300 to remove the trees.
Moved by Pavlick, second by Conley to have Tom Giese do the ditching on Branch Road at a cost of $1,280 and American Tree remove the trees at a cost of $300.00. Roll: Pavlick, yes; Conley, yes Monroe, yes.
· I asked Fred about the mowing package and he expects to have it done by the end of the week.

· We attended a mock zoning training at the new library.

· We attended a meeting regarding riparian setbacks at the new technology center.

Rick Monroe:
· I’ve contacted Matt Simmons, Medina ODOT regarding blocked culvert pipes and asked him to call me with the plan of attack.
· The fire station siren is giving us problems again. I’ve spoken with Dan Bodette regarding it so he can get it fixed. He will call with an update. It is turned off at the circuit breaker so it doesn’t do any damage to it before it’s fixed.

· A temporary fix to the handicap situation at the historical society – I asked Earl Kanzeg if he would spread some 411 limestone since he’ll have his equipment over there. He would like the stone delivered on Monday, May 12th since the dumpsters will be out of there then. John’s Stone Service will deliver it at approximately $950.00.

Moved by Monroe, second by Conley to have John’s Stone Service deliver 411 at a cost of approximately $950.00. Roll: Monroe, yes; Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes.

· The new transformer has been installed at Fenn Road. Ohio Edison is still on schedule to have it up around May 1st. Roger Morlock asked if the township has any recourse if there are any problems down there. Rick explained that Ohio Edison has been good to work with throughout this whole scenario. The humming noise should drop considerably as time goes from starting it up and testing it.

· I would like to go forward with tearing down the Orth-Stone house.
Moved by Monroe, second by Conley to have Butcher and Sons tear down the Orth-Stone house and have the basement and septic filled in with the dirt we have available at an approximate cost of $5,000.00.  Discussion: Chief Barrett would like to have some more training on the house before it is torn down. Roll: Monroe, yes;

Moved by Monroe, second by Conley to have Greg Dobson dismantle the water at the street at an approximate cost of $300.00. Roll: Monroe, yes; Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes.

· The Medina County Treasurer has announced the Fix-It Home Loan program again. The home value must be $200,000 or less without the land. There are a few other stipulations. 

· We also received notification from the County Engineer that the Marks Spieth Road intersection improvement will be started soon and should be completed by August.

· Medina City asked again for a donation for their fireworks display. Rick will notify them we won’t be.
