Special Meeting
      
        May 19, 2008


Chairman Rick Monroe called the meeting to order at 6:05 p.m. The three trustees, Dorothy Crouch, Tim and Gilbert Fuller, Dan Lenarth, George Smerigan and Bev Fry were present.
Colene started with a review of speaking with Fred Overbeck for loan information. Bev Fry stated that he just sent that information and the payments would be approximately $114,000 per year. Bev then stated that we needed to come up with a lesser figure than $1.6 million to give him to work with – one that our budget could afford.
George Smerigan started with a review of the existing station and the possibility of adding to it. He commented that if we built out to the east of the station, we could add a fairly sizeable addition. It would be harder to come to the south without getting into the roof trusses in a major way. Rick spoke with Chief Barrett and his wishes would be for a larger meeting room and some office space and storage. One of the comments from George was the roofing trusses and the trustees informed him that the roof is not in good shape now anyway so to change the roof line and add a second floor for the storage would be ok.
There were suggestions of connecting the station and Town Hall with a canopy which would help the handicap accessibility, the way the wind blows the rain to continually rust out the door and the railing along the ramp. There was discussion regarding adding to the north, south and east adding to the first floor space. The building would look like a “T”. The space added to the south could be a meeting room for the firemen. There is also the concern of staying within the current septic system. The old house basement is buried in the yard west of the Town Hall. That would need to be dealt with also for building the addition. For the loss of parking from the addition, a pretty substantial parking area can be constructed where the Orth house was. There is a drainage issue in the SE corner of the yard that would need to be addressed. There were suggestions for the entrances to keep the fire department separate from the township. 
George stated that a cost estimate would need to be worked up for Bev to give to Mr. Overbeck for financing. George feels we can come up with a reasonable estimate that would be less than the kinds of numbers used in the past with a completely separate building.
Rick asked what the next step would be. George can come up with preliminary ballpark estimates for planning purposes. Colene would like to work with Kerry Ellis as the architect since he designed the fire station and he’s therefore familiar with us and the building department. There would be separate offices for Dorothy, Bev and the trustees to share. George needs to have the minimum things required for the fire department and was told he would need to speak with the fire chief. The fire department would need approximately 3 or 4 offices, an operations room and storage. George would envision two smaller furnaces to zone the areas separately. George feels we could get a 4,500 square foot on the first floor addition with the second floor maybe one-third of that. We could also stub the plumbing to the second floor for future use if needed for sleeping and shower quarters. This addition could be done for about $600,000, not including the parking lot
Colene has a copy of a lawn maintenance contract from Bill Thorne. Colene also stated that American Tree will be taking down the tree along the west fence line as well as a tree on Wolff Road.
