Regular Meeting

May 22, 2008


Chairman Rick Monroe called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. He led the pledge of allegiance.  
Moved by Conley, second by Pavlick to approve the April 24, 2008 regular meeting, May 13, 2008 and May 19, 2008 special meetings minutes. Roll:  Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes; Monroe, yes.

Visitors:

· Mark Goffinet, Co. Auditor’s Office: Jenna Trilett was the winner of Mike Kovack’s essay contest for this year’s scholarship.
· Frank Schmidt was informed the 45 mph stake has been placed and the sign will be put up soon. Frank asked if the Abbeyville Cemetery was still going to be surveyed and it will be. Frank also asked if the township minutes can be sent to the Rural Urban. Colene informed him that she does normally send them the minutes. 

· Jim Miller thanked the trustees for sending him to the May 9th seminar which was very good and informative. 

· Dennis Horvath, Litchfield Trustee, came to observe one of our meetings.

REPORTS:
Zoning:

· Dorothy reviewed the quiet zone information placed in the trustee’s mailboxes. A 3703 Station Road resident has called regarding the train noise. 

· Dorothy asked the trustees if they had any concerns over the Hansen site plan to which there were none.

· 7333 W. Smith Road – Michael Gunnoe has cleaned up all of the junk vehicles.

· 2888 Hunters Trail – Resident will be in to complete his permit for his barn.

· 6157 Spieth Road – Diane Kubajac – working with the Building Department and Health Department.
· 6754 Wolff Road – Smetana still has a vehicle without plates. Another letter will be sent.

· Cornhole sale sign in front of school is to be removed. 

· Rail trail east of Columbia has septic runoff over the trail. They have been sent to the Park District and Health Department.
· 7798 Stone Road – Bowser has been sent a letter from the Prosecutors Office.

· 6108 Norwalk Road – Pesorda is to be in compliance by June 2nd. He has been hospitalized and has some health issues so we’ll work with his family as he is able.

· 6462 Fenn Road – Burkett has until May 22nd to be in compliance.

· I will be on vacation for 10 days next month.

Fire Department:

· Chief Barrett gave the trustees a copy of the monthly report.

· Ken thanked the trustees for the use of the Orth-Stone house for the many practices the fire department was able to have.

· Last Monday the training was with the helicopter and the landing zone.

· On May 12th, former Chief Hill gave a talk about the history of the fire department for the historical society.

· Two of our officers, Amy Budoi and Monica Lenarth, are in training for the NIMS 300 and 400 classes. There are certain NIMS classes that need to be completed by February 2009 in order to be able to apply for federal grants.

· Jason Creamer and I completed fire instructor training.

· On June 7th, there will be a driving rodeo through the VFIS driving course. It is mandatory for the members in order to drive any of the vehicles. There will be another course in the fall.

· I’ve received a letter from the prosecutor’s office stating it was ok to mandate some training and still retain our volunteer status.

· I’ve received some resignation letters this past month. Matt McManus, Deb Juba and Melissa (Dash) Crooks have turned in their letters and gear. Devon McElhannon now lives in Aurora and will be bringing his letter and gear to me.
Moved by Monroe, second by Conley to accept the resignations of the following from the fire department: Matt McManus, Deb Juba, Melissa Crooks and Devon McElhannon. The fiscal officer is to compose a letter of thanks for the trustees to sign. Roll: Monroe, yes; Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes.

· The fire fighters association has purchased a pop machine with 10 different selections as a fundraiser with the drinks to be 50 cents each.

· The association will also be purchasing a bookcase for the videos and books.

· The prom program this year was a mock trial. The trustees also attended the trial.

· Last month I attended a Fire District meeting with Medina City, Medina Township and Montville Township. There was a presentation showing different options. At the end, they presented cost estimates. Our township is not like Medina City or Medina Township so I would recommend that we not join the proposed Fire District. I would recommend that we enter into a more detailed mutual aid agreement with Litchfield and Liverpool Townships. Bill Pavlick also attended and spoke with Mike Todd. Mike would still like us to attend the June 2nd meeting. He has spoke with Columbus and believes a grant will be obtainable to cover the costs of the feasibility study. The consultants there had a fee of at least $35,000 and increased from there depending on who was involved. Mike also stated we could invite Litchfield and Liverpool Townships to go along. The June 2nd meeting will be at the Medina Township Hall at 7:00 p.m.
· The Career Center has been doing some upgrading on their fire training tower. The carpentry class has put in some rooms and an SCBA maze. They have some other ideas planned also.
· On May 30th there will be the “Run With The Bucks” and we will have a squad there. We’re in transition with the Athletic Director. They have also asked for a squad to be present at the soccer games. Ken is checking with the OHSAA to see what the requirements are. We will continue to cover the home football games because he believes it is good public relations.

· I am concerned with the safety of our drugs with the various public meetings and therefore would like to speak with Albright Security to see if we can adjust which key phobs can be used to enter the bays where the trucks are. Rick Monroe commented that there were other people with phobs and that no contractor or historical society member should have one. They should only be in the hands of the trustees, fiscal officer and employees. Dorothy Crouch will deactivate all non-employees whose phobs are still activated which include Tom Croston and Frank Ehrman.

DISPOSITION OF PROPERTY

RESOLUTION #08-05-01

WHEREAS, the York Township Trustees have determined that they are in possession of various pieces of equipment (see attached) that are no longer needed, are obsolete, or unfit-for-use, and

WHEREAS, the York Township Trustees would like to dispose of such property according to ORC §505.10 by donation to nonprofit organizations, internet auction, discarding, and

WHEREAS, the York Township Trustees will use the following guidelines and procedures in disposing of such equipment:


Donation to a nonprofit organization:

1. The Medina County Career Center, Public Safety Program will be afforded priority in the acceptance of:

a. Scott Air Pack Type 2A (13 units)

b. Scott SCBA Masks for Type 2A (10 units)

c. Scott Air Pack Type II (1 unit)

d. Spare SCBA cylinders 2200 p.s.i. (20 units)

e. Plastic Hard Case for Scott Air Pack (6 units)

f. Personal Alert Safety Signal Device – Lifeguard II (3 units)

g. Personal Alert Safety Signal Device – PAL 3 (7 units)

h. Walkaway SCBA brackets for Scott 2200 units (4 units)

i. Dry Chemical extinguisher on cart

j. Cairns Metro 660 style fire helmets (14 units)

k. Pick head axe with wooden handle (2 units)

2. The Medina County Career Center is being given priority for the above items so they will be able to expand their Public Safety Program for the good of the community.

3. The Medina County Career Center will send a written notice of their desire to obtain the above items.

Internet Auction:

1. Chris Baumiller, a fire department member, will conduct an internet auction for the remaining obsolete, usable items with them remaining on the auction site for a minimum of 15 days, including Saturdays, Sundays and legal holidays. The items at this time to be auctioned include:

a. Turnout Gear (15 coats, 10 pants, 2 boots)

b. Uniform Shirts – worn (35 units)

c. Ferno scoop stretcher – aluminum

d. Dixie Backboards (2 units)

e. Backboard straps – old (67 units)

f. Patient Assist-Lift

g. Simple Oxygen Facemasks (48 units)

h. Ferno Head Immobilization Devices (10 units)

i. Okidata Microline 530 printer

j. Panasonic R530 Electric typewriter

k. Smith Corona Electric typewriter

l. Canon P200 adding machine

m. Computer keyboards (3 units)

n. HP Pavilion Monitor 17”

o. Lexmark Z22 printer

p. Computer mouse

q. Panasonic VCR – old

r. Office chairs (4 units)

s. Copy machine cabinet – metal

t. Two drawer filing cabinet (2 units)

u. 36” steel door (2 units)

v. Dish Network receiver boxes (2 units)

2. Once an item is sold via internet auction AND the funds have cleared the York Township Trustees account, it will be shipped to the buyer.

Discard or Salvage of Property:

1. Property that is not needed for public use, is obsolete or unfit for the use for which it was acquired, and that the property has no value will be disposed of properly.

2. At this time, the following items meet the above criteria and will be disposed of properly:

a. Hand well pump (1 unit - obsolete)

b. Tool boxes ( units – broken)

c. Fire Code books (outdated)

d. Electric generator (non-working)

e. Robwen Foam Proportioner (non-working)

f. Turnout Gear (14 suspenders, 8 gloves, 20 hoods – worn out)

g. Elite XL: Glucometer (obsolete)

h. Stethoscopes (7 units – worn out)

i. Hoover upright vacuum cleaner (non-working), and

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees for York Township shall publish an ad with its intent to donate to nonprofit organizations and utilize an internet auction to dispose of unneeded, obsolete, or unfit-for-use township property.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED the York Township Trustees shall follow ORC §505.10 to dispose of unneeded, obsolete, or unfit-for-use township property via donations to nonprofit organizations (with the Medina County Career Center’s Public Safety Program having priority), utilize an internet auction and discard other items of no value.

Trustees:

Bill Pavlick:

· Vandalism continues to be a problem at our cemetery. A planter was dug up. The sheriff’s department will have their deputies sit in the driveway when they have reports to work on.
· Ron Pfaff has replaced ballasts out in the bay area.

· Columbia Gas came in yesterday to turn off our gas for non-payment. Bev brought me a copy of the canceled check and I spoke with a couple of different people who will investigate where the funds went, but did not turn off our gas. 
· American Tree came and removed the trees on Branch Road and Tom Giese will do the trenching in mid-July.
· I received some calls regarding the lateness of the newsletter since some did not receive them until Saturday.

· I also had a resident asking why we didn’t plow the streets at the golf course area. They are not a dedicated street and are maintained by the Homeowner’s Association.
Colene Conley:

· The Historical Society did receive their Letha House grant to bring in the barn from Montville Township. The Building Department will need plans to see how the contractor is constructing the building. The Historical Society will be meeting with Architect Kerry Illes tomorrow.
· We had a special meeting on Monday to discuss an addition to the fire station.

· I have requested the Soil and Water District to gather all the information for the Balanced Growth Plan. It doesn’t seem that a complete document exists. They will send the information to the Prosecutor’s Office for Bill Thorne to review to see just what the resolutions of support that have been passed mean. There have been concerns of property owner rights.

· By Camelot on Spieth Road, there are flooding issues that are being reviewed. 
· Irene Wolff called regarding the Wolff Brothers drive last month. Part of the side of the road was caving in and Tom Croston went and repaired it.

· We have some patching that needs to be done on Wolff Road between Columbia and Station. 

· I’ve spoken with Jim Lytle regarding paving Spellman and Indoe. I’ve let him know that we have applied for a grant for a sidewalk. He asked if we could get the sidewalk on the old schoolhouse side done before he comes in so a smaller machine doesn’t “mar” the pavement.

· I will compose a list of our roads that need centerline striping and will forward them to Pat Crouch at the Highway Department since they are going out for another bid.

· I’ve also asked Pat to make some no parking signs for us to put at the cemetery and on Hastings and Seven Bridges Streets.

· The Medina Co. Township Association’s executive committee will meet on Saturday to discuss the fair booth.

· We’ll need the side of the Town Hall washed and the cupola needs to be painted at the top of the station.

Rick Monroe:

· The culverts on SR18 by Fenn have been checked by Matt Simms from ODOT as well as the culverts by the old York School. He’s hoping a hydro-jet will work. The hydro-jet is shared between counties and he hopes to get it in June.
· The EPA has been contacted about the old York School. They were contacted by the contractor. The EPA’s not too concerned about the brick and mortar, but he is concerned about the floor tile if it is ground.

· Federal Signal sent two technicians out on May 7th to perform the maintenance on the siren. They found bad brushes and springs and changed them. It is pulling high amperage on the motor starter. Ron Pfaff will give me an estimate on the cost to change that and dress it up.
· The gravel has been delivered for the old schoolhouse area. It was not spread as I thought. Greg Dobson will level it and fix some other spots for $300.

Moved by Monroe, second by Conley to hire Greg Dobson to level and fix spots at the old schoolhouse. Roll: Monroe, yes; Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes.

· As everyone can see, the Orth-Stone house has been taken down. Everything went well. The ground will need to be leveled out some, but it was just too wet when Butcher and Sons took down the house.
· Ron Pfaff’s PO needs to be increased for the bays to $900.

· Rick asked Ken again about how the department codes the report information for “Resident” or “Non-Resident”. One of our residents is being billed for the balance of his bill that the insurance didn’t cover.

· I’ve been asked to serve on the Commissioner’s Transportation Board.
