Chairman Colene Conley called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. She led the pledge of allegiance.  
RESOLUTION  #09-05-01 – Approve Minutes
Moved by Monroe, second by Pavlick to approve the April 22, 2009, April 27, 2009, May 2, 2009 and May 14, 2009 special meetings minutes. Roll:  Monroe, yes; Pavlick, yes; Conley, yes.

Visitors:

· Karen Wolff, Armstrong Cable gave some information regarding fiber optics. The federal government has put together funding to bring broadband to un- and under-served areas. The rules have not been released yet for how the funding will work. Armstrong is working on putting together the information on the area they are servicing. Karen was asking for any areas the trustees would be aware of that are either not being served or are under-served. Armstrong’s guide is 12 – 15 homes per mile. She is putting together a database of problem areas. There are no guarantees on this funding, but Armstrong will be going forward once the rules are released.

Visitors Cont’d:

Colene stated we would need a motion and have Bev send a letter to the Engineer’s Office.
RESOLUTION #09-05-02 – Remove Temporary Cul de Sac on Sapphire Court

Moved by Monroe, second by Pavlick to send a letter to the County Engineer asking the general contractor for the developer to remove the temporary cul de sac on Sapphire Court. Roll: Monroe, yes; Pavlick, yes; Conley, yes.

Comments/Concerns:

· Fred Boreman from the County Engineer’s Office reviewed the roadside mowing bids for completeness and accuracy. Both bids were complete and proper. 

RESOLUTION #09-05-03 – Roadside Mowing Bid Award

Moved by Pavlick, second by Monroe to award the roadside mowing bid to Croston Construction Co., Inc. for a total of $25,408.00 with the trustees keeping the option as to when the rounds would be performed. Roll: Pavlick, yes; Monroe, yes; Conley, yes. The trustees asked Tom that the mowing begin on Monday, June 1st. Bill also told Tom that he would like to do as he did last year and check the progress.

REPORTS:
Zoning:

· Dorothy told the trustees that the backflow prevention testing was completed last month and a new meter was put on the Town Hall so it can be read from the outside instead of going inside. 
· May 15th, the juveniles came out and cleaned the concrete around the station.

· Issue on Lampson Street with a person living with no water or septic. The Health Dept. will be checking it out and since this began, the home was sold through land contract. 

· There are several issues with headstones that are sinking. Some have been there many years and are not brand new ones. They would need to be looked at to see what kind of footers were put under the headstones. It could be done during the summer when it is dry before the rainy season starts in the fall.

· The zoning report was given to the trustees with the violation report. (See attached Item A).

Fire Department:

· Chief Barrett was absent due to his working at Strongsville this evening. He left a copy of his report for each trustee. (See attached Item B).
RESOLUTION #09-05-04 – Hire Mazco Contractor’s, Inc.
Moved by Monroe, second by Pavlick to hire Mazco Contractor’s, Inc. to power wash and paint the garage doors, service doors, door on shed and east elevation at a minimum cost of $2,800.00 and not to exceed $3,100.00. Roll: Monroe, yes; Pavlick, yes; Conley, yes.
RESOLUTION #09-05-05 – Learning Partner with Columbia Southern University

Moved by Pavlick, second by Monroe to become a Learning Partner with Columbia Southern University. Roll: Pavlick, yes; Monroe, yes; Conley, yes.
RESOLUTION #09-05-06 – Explorer Post Establishment

Moved by Monroe, second by Pavlick to begin an Explore Post with the Erhart/York Township Fire Department. Roll: Monroe, yes; Pavlick, yes; Conley, yes.

RESOLUTION #09-05-07 – Installation of Backup Generator System

Moved by Monroe, second by Pavlick to install the complete backup generator system at the station at a cost of $16,634.00. Ron Pfaff will install and supply the generator at a cost of $12,240.00 and Swingle Mechanical will install the natural gas line at a cost of $4,394.00.  Roll: Monroe, yes; Pavlick, yes; Conley, yes.

Visitors cont’d:
· Patty Dlouhy, 7100 Wolff Road talked about the culvert on Wolff Road where water sits since the creek can’t accept all of the water. Her driveway goes over the creek. She commented on having her son’s car repaired and the repairman commented that the car goes through water. She wondered if she was able to recoup any monies from the township for the damages because the road culvert caused the water to stand in her driveway. She was told a bridge was being replaced east of Lester Road. She lives between Lester and Station Road. Fred Boreman explained the differences between the local government entities as well as what the Engineer’s Office does to analyze what size of pipes are needed. The drainage will be looked at by the Engineer’s Office. Since the water also sits back away from the road, it may be a property owner issue.
Trustees:

Bill Pavlick:

· I met with Fred Boreman earlier in the month regarding the roadside mowing. We critiqued the mowing specs before putting them out to bid.

· On Branch Road, there is a stretch of about 1,600 feet that needs ditching. I’ve received one quote so far and will be obtaining a couple others.

· We’ve had our second insurance committee meeting. We will be meeting one more time before asking the trustees for a special meeting.

· Our township cleanup day went well except for the oil we obtained. Safety Kleen brought a container for used motor oil and anti-freeze. Someone dumped things other than that and contaminated the barrels. It will take about one week for the test results to see how they have to dispose of them. If it is mineral spirits or turpentine, they can still dispose of it with their normal method. 

· Do we need to address the Medina City letter regarding fireworks?
RESOLUTION #09-05-08 – Medina City’s July 4th 
Moved by Monroe, second by Pavlick not to send any funding to Medina City for their July 4th fireworks program. Roll: Monroe, yes; Pavlick, yes; Conley, yes.

Rick Monroe:

· The Lester Road project is completed and looks good. We had the walk through with Jim Howell of HSH Construction, Fred Boreman and Dan Becker from the Engineer’s Office last week to approve. I want to thank Dan Becker and Jim Howell for their hard work. Colene thanked him for taking care of the Mandrich’s problem.

· The treasurer’s office is once again offering the Fix-It Funds through several banks in Medina. The interest rate is 3% below prime.
· The sidewalk was torn up when the water hydrant was installed during the winter. Larry Maat repaired the sidewalk for us for close to the cost of the concrete. He said he wanted to give back to the township.
· I’ve met with Bob Huttinger regarding the sign in the front of the station. It needs some help with the interior. A roof over the sign would help protect it from the weather. We’ll look at how best to re-vamp it.
· I’ve met with Kimberly from ODOT regarding the culvert replacement on Spellman by S.R. 252. We met with Fred Boreman and Dan Becker. The state’s guideline for a ditch enclosure is a minimum depth of 48”. The area doesn’t fit that. The culvert can’t be replaced until ODOT gives us their blessing. It doesn’t look like we’ll be able to pave Spellman this year. The culvert under S.R. 252 is shot. ODOT pretty much has their workload lined up for this year unless it is an emergency.

· The resident at 3541 Hastings Road with concerns about the curbing– small chip in the curb. This was checked by the county Engineer’s Office and they do not feel it has caused any structural damage to the curb. The bond for the Keswick Subdivision was closed in 2007.

· I’ve received a couple of phone calls regarding erratic driving on Wolff, Lester and Station Roads. I spoke with Chief Baca about increased patrol in the area. He did and there have been some students who commented about receiving tickets.

Pavlick cont’d:
· Call regarding the stop sign down at Beck and Stone Road with it being down. The sign was replaced and stolen again. 
Colene Conley:

· Sue Becks, Buckeye Youth Coordinator, called and asked that we advertise her play on our sign.
· Albert from Ellett Neon Signs called asking about signage. I told him to call later after we work on the park.

· The park grant application has been sent to Columbus. 

· We met with Chip from Illes Architect regarding the addition to the station for additional office space. He’s working on the plans so we can move forward.
· Dave Zywiec will be installing the new air vents on the Town Hall roof. That work will be coordinated with TW Siding.                                                                       
· Wolff Road culvert replacement – received two quotes, one for $2,500 from Croston Construction and $1,950 from Greg Dobson. 

RESOLUTION #09-05-09 – Hire Greg Dobson Excavating Wolff Road Culvert
Moved by Monroe, second by Pavlick to hire Greg Dobson for the replacement. Tom Croston asked if Greg’s quote included replacing it with 15” pipe. The increase in size of the culvert will be verified and as long as not over $2,500, Greg will do the work. Roll: Monroe, yes; Pavlick, yes; Conley, yes.

· I’d like to thank the fire department for their work with the parade, open house and cleaning of the station. I’d also like to thank the York Methodist Church and Historical Society for their participation.

· The County Township Association had a grant writing speaker come last week which was really good. There will be a listing of available grants in the libraries. I’ll check it out on a lunch hour.
· We’re still working on the Pioneer Way area. Fred stated that following a two hour meeting, they will be doing a complete profile study of the area. We want to look to see if we can lower the culvert at all or divert some of the water. There is also an issue with a couple of feuding neighbors.

· I’ve ordered a new road name sign for Beck and Stone. When it is ready, Don Weiland will pick it up.

· I need to get a PO for Signs & Blanks for $600 for needed supplies.

Due to my work schedule, I regret to inform you that I am unable to attend the monthly Trustee meeting in May. In my absence I am submitting this monthly report.

Run Response:
This month’s runs totaled 29 responses including a shed fire and 2 grass fires.

Training:
Monday night trainings included Burn Victim Care, Hoseline Advancement techniques at the Jr. High School parking lot, and Aerial and ground ladder operations.

Activities:
This past month members attended the FDIC conference in Indianapolis to visit with vendors from across the country. By attending they were able to visit and view all of the manufacturers of equipment and vehicles. This was a very worthwhile experience for those who attended. We had a Pre-Prom presentation at the High School including speakers directly involved in drinking and driving accidents and their outcomes. Many positive comments were heard from those who attended, both in the audience and by department members. The Memorial Day Parade was a huge success with over 200 hotdogs served at the Fire Station Open House following the parade.

Administration:
· We have two new applicants this month and they are in process. Hopefully they will be ready for the June Trustee meeting to be appointed. 
· I am accepting applicants for the open Lieutenant position until June 1st, with interviews to follow. My recommendation for appointment to the position will be at the June meeting. 
· One tanker, 53-2, was sold on E-Bay for $8,600.00 to a Texas Department. The check was sent yesterday and I am waiting to hear when the pickup date will be.
· I have spoken with John Mazzuco regarding painting of the doors and such on the building. He faxed a quote to Colene. We discussed replacing the brick molding around the doors due to their condition. I would like to recommend we hire Mr. Mazzuco to do the painting according to his quote. We will remove and replace the brick molding ourselves he suggested to me. I will forward pricing as soon as I acquire it.
· A new welcome mat has been placed at the south entrance door to identify our building to visitors.
· We met with Dick Heilberg from Boy Scouts of America to find out what we would need to do to start an Explorer Post with our department. This is open to boys and girls ages 13-21 having an interest in the fire service. We have the necessary personnel dedicated to the program and would like to receive permission and approval from the Trustees to establish the program. 
· In an effort to provide our members with benefits as a way of showing appreciation for their participation, I would like to ask for approve for our department to become a Learning Partner with Columbia Southern University. The school is an online university offering course studies including Associates, Bachelors and Masters Degrees in varying areas of study, They are a fully accredited institution and all financial aid, grants and loans are accepted. To become a Learning Partner, they ask that we allow them to use our department as a reference, including using our department patch logo in their advertising and place a link to their website on our website. There are no fees or costs incurred for becoming a learning partner. In return they will waive their application fee and give a 10% discount on tuition for courses taken through their university for all members, their spouses and children. Also, textbooks are included in course fees at no additional cost. This is a winning opportunity for our members and their families. 
· The Airmation Exhaust Filtration System installation for the apparatus bay is in the process of acquiring the necessary permits through the Building Department. This is being purchased with FEMA Grant money.
· The Emergency Station Standby Generator quotes have been received and I have attached the listing. I would like to recommend we accept the quotes of Ron Pfaff to supply and install the generator and Swingle Mechanical to install the gas line plumbing for $16,634.00.
