Chairman Colene Conley called the regular meeting to order at 6:32 p.m.  She led the pledge of allegiance.  

RESOLUTION #09-06-08 – Approve Minutes
Moved by Monroe, second by Pavlick to approve the minutes of the May 28, 2009 regular meeting, the June 3, 2009 and June 5, 2009 special meetings. Roll: Monroe, yes; Pavlick, yes; Conley, yes.
REPORTS: 

Zoning:
· Dorothy stated the school called and said the school is giving each township a page in their Buckeye Pride.
· Mrs. Carver on Spieth Road called to thank us for the roadside mowing job.

· There is only one lot left in the cemetery. Colene has talked to Fred about getting the next portion laid out.

· There is a gas well on Spieth Road. The neighbor has an issue with the smell and bubbles. Colene called ODNR regarding it. A representative came out and checked it out. It is taken care of and will be repaired.

· Dorothy gave the zoning report (attached A).

Fire Department:

· Chief Barrett gave an overview of the two new candidates to join the fire department.
RESOLUTION #09-06-09 – Employ Chris Blair and Jesse Yount
Moved by Monroe, second by Pavlick to employ Chris Blair and Jesse Yount as Firefighter/EMT’s effective immediately. Roll: Monroe, yes; Pavlick, yes; Conley, yes.
· Rick Monroe read the oath of office to both Chris and Jesse. There was a short recess for refreshments.

· Ken gave a short overview of the addendum regarding Life Force gaining the needed information for billing.

RESOLUTION #09-06-10 – Life Force Management Addendum

Moved by Monroe, second by Pavlick to approve the following resolution:

WHEREAS, Life Force and Client are parties to that certain Billing Services Agreement, dated July 1, 2004 (the “Agreement”), pursuant to which Client retains Life Force to provide certain ambulance billing and related services to Client.

WHEREAS, Life Force and Client desire, and by the execution of this Addendum agree, to modify, amend and change the Agreement on the terms and conditions set forth in this Addendum.

In consideration of the premises set forth in this Addendum, and for other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged, the parties agree as follows:

i. Resident Responsible Party Billing.

Responsible Party Billing: Life Force shall bill resident responsible parties for any amounts not covered by any federal, state, or third party payor unless otherwise directed in the Billing Service Agreement, Appendix B. In the event Life Force is unable to submit proper claims to any federal, state, or third party payor due to the inability to obtain the required supporting documentation (including, without limitation, properly executed assignment and/or claim forms), Life Force shall bill resident responsible parties for the full amount of the claim. To the extent applicable, Client shall be responsible for investigating and following any federal, state and third-party payor guidelines regarding the waiver of responsible party responsibilities and the application of tax revenue or fees toward the co-pay and deductible as payment in full for the out-of-pocket expense for Residents.
ii. In all other respects, Life Force and Client restate and affirm all remaining provisions of the Agreement. In the event of any conflict between the terms and conditions of this Addendum and the terms and conditions of the Agreement, the terms and conditions of this Addendum shall control. 

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the undersigned hereby execute this agreement the date and year first above written.

· Ken then reviewed the identity theft program policy that Life Force sent for our approval. There will be training at the fire department level. Life Force has been doing a very good job for us. This is also referred to as the red flag program.

RESOLUTION #09-06-11 – EMS Identity Theft Prevention Program 

Moved by Monroe, second by Pavlick to approve the following resolution:

TOWNSHIP OF YORK

EMERGENCY MEDICAL SERVICES

IDENTITY THEFT PREVENTION PROGRAM

The Township of York (“Township”) has approved and adopted this Identity Theft Prevention Program (“Program”).   This Program has been developed in accordance with the Federal Trade Commission’s Identity Theft Prevention Red Flags Rule (16 CFR § 681.2).  This Program has been created after conducting an assessment of risk of Identity Theft associated with certain billing accounts that arise as a result of providing emergency medical services to individuals within the Township. 

I.  Definitions

For purposes of the Program, the following terms are defined as:

A.
“Covered Account” means (i) any account Township offers or maintains primarily for personal family or household purposes, that involves multiple payments or transactions, including one or more deferred payments (which included payment deferred while insurance claims are pending) and (ii) any other account the Township identifies as having a reasonably foreseeable risk to customers.  The Township has identified covered accounts as being all accounts for which Township provides medical services and bills the patient at a time subsequent to services. 
B.
“Emergency Medical Services (EMS) Personnel” means any employee of the Township’s Fire Department. 

C.
“Identity Theft” means fraud committed using the identifying information of another person;

D.
“Red Flag” means a pattern, practice, or specific activity that indicates the possible existence of Identity Theft

II.  Program Purposes

The purposes of the Program are to:

1) Identify the relevant Red Flags based on the risk factors associated with the Township’s covered accounts;

2) Institute policies and procedures for detecting Red Flags;

3) Identify steps the Township, its administration, and/or outside service providers will take to prevent and mitigate Identity Theft; and

4) Create a system for regular updates and administrative oversight to the Program.

III.
Identification of Red Flags

The Red Flags generally fall within one of the following four general types of Red Flags:


1)
Suspicious documents;


2)
Suspicious personal identifying information;


3)
Suspicious or unusual use of covered account; and


4) 
Alerts from others (e.g. customer, Identity Theft victim, or law enforcement)

“Column A” of the attached Appendix A  is a list of some Red Flags that would be most relevant to the Township for purposes of the services provided by the Life Force Management. 

IV.
Detection of Red Flags

In order to facilitate detection of the Red Flags, EMS Personnel will take steps to obtain and verify the identity of the patient.  However, this Program recognizes that the circumstances of each situation requiring emergency medical services will vary and will require differing degrees of urgency.  Although EMS Personnel are required to take the steps when circumstances allow, no step should be taken if that step would detrimentally interfere with, or delay, the provision of medical services to the patient or would cause unreasonable discomfort or stress to the patient.  

EMS Personnel must:

1.
Ask the patient for his/her name, home address, and date of birth.   If patient is unable to provide this information, ask nearby persons.  Record the information.

2.
If there is minimal urgency, ask the patient for a photo ID.  If the patient presents a photo ID, verify the name, address, and date of birth against the information provided verbally by the patient.  If different than the information given by the patient, record the differences.  If the patient presents a driver’s license, record the license number and state of issuance.  

NOTE:  Refusal or failure to provide a photo ID will not affect the provision of medical services.

V.
Preventing and Mitigating Identity Theft

A.
Outside Service Provider Policies

1.
This Program recognizes that the Township uses an outside service provider (“Service Provider”) for patient billing.  Such Service Provider receives information regarding the patient and the services rendered from EMS Personnel and/or the medical facility that treats the patient, including personally identifying information and insurance information.   Therefore, the Service Provider will likely be in the best position to identify Red Flags as they might arise.

2.
The Township will require all outside patient billing Service Providers to implement their own identity theft prevention policy in accordance with the FTC’s Red Flags Rules.  The Township will review the Service Provider’s policy and will require changes to said policy, as it pertains to the Township’s billing accounts, when needed.   (“Column B” of the attached Appendix A details examples of the types of mitigation and resolution procedures that should be contained in the Service Provider’s policy.)

3.
The Service Provider’s policy shall include the following provisions:

a.)
That all Red Flags be responded to in accordance with the Service Provider’s identity theft prevention policy.

b.)  
That all Red Flags which are not reconciled upon initial review of Service Provider staff be escalated to supervisory staff for further investigation.

c.) 
That when there is verification of a Red Flag by the supervisory staff, and it appears that there is credible evidence that identity theft has occurred, the Service Provider shall inform the Township of such is writing and take action on the account only in accordance with the Township’s direction.

B.
Township Action

1.
The Township will provide the Service Provider with all patient information in its possession relevant to the application of the Service Provider’s policy to each billing account, including but not limited to the information obtained pursuant to Section IV of this Program policy.

2.
The Township will designate a supervisory level employee in the Township’s Fire Department to be responsible for coordinating with the Service Provider and other Township employees and officials on possible Identity Theft situations.  The following is a list of persons at the Township who should be made aware of credible evidence that identity theft has occurred:


a.)  
The Chief of Erhart/York Township Fire Department


b.)
The Township Fiscal Officer


c.)
The Medina County Sheriff
3.
The Township shall take, or direct the billing Service Provider to take, any of the following actions, if appropriate, in responding to the any credible evidence of identity theft:

a.)
Inform the individual whose identity has been used and assist that individual in taking actions to mitigate damage from the identity theft by, at the request of the individual, providing information to third parties, such as insurance companies or law enforcement.




b.)
Stop billing and collections on the account.




c.)
Notify law enforcement.




d.) 
Any other action deemed appropriate by the Township.

VI.
Program Administration

The fire chief is responsible for developing, implementing, administering and updating the Program.  The fire chief will be responsible for developing a training program for staff identified by fire chief as responsible for or having a role in implementing the Program.

VII.
Updating of Program

The fire chief will periodically review the effectiveness of the Program and update the Program to reflect the addition or removal of Covered Accounts, and changes in risks to patients from Identity Theft.  An annual report shall be provided to the fire chief regarding significant incidents involving “red flags” and the Township’s and Service Provider’s response, the effectiveness of the Program, and recommendations for change.

Appendix A

	EXAMPLES OF IDENTITY THEFT RED FLAGS

(Column A)
	EXAMPLES OF PREVENTION/MITIGATION PROCEDURES

(Column B)

	Documents provided for identification appear to have been altered or forged.


	Stop the billing process and require patient to provide additional satisfactory information to verify identity.

	Personal identifying information provided by the customer is not consistent with other personal identifying information provided by the patient.  For example, there is a lack of correlation between the Social Security Number (SSN) range and date of birth.
	Stop the billing process and require patient to provide additional satisfactory information to verify identity.

	The SSN provided is the same as that submitted by other persons opening an account or other customers.


	Stop the billing process and require applicant to provide additional satisfactory information to verify identity.

	Patient has an insurance number but never produces an insurance card or other physical documentation of insurance.
	Stop the billing process and require applicant to provide additional satisfactory information to verify identity.

	Complaint/inquiry from an individual based on receipt of:

-a bill for another individual

-a bill for a product or service that the patient denies receiving

-a bill from a health care provider that the patient never patronized

- a notice of insurance benefits (or Explanation of Benefits) for health services never received.
	Investigate complaint, interview individuals as appropriate.

	Complaint/inquiry from a patient about information added to a credit report by a health care provider or insurer.
	Investigate complaint, interview individuals as appropriate.

	Complaint or question from a patient about the receipt of a collection notice from a bill collector.
	Investigate complaint, interview individuals as appropriate.

	Patient or insurance company report that coverage for legitimate services is denied because insurance benefits have been depleted or a lifetime cap has been reached.
	Investigate complaint, interview individuals as appropriate.

	Mail sent to the patient is returned repeatedly as undeliverable although patient continues to use the address in connection with the patient's account.


	Use skip-tracing procedures to find the patient’s current mailing address.

	Health care provider is notified by a customer, a victim of identity theft, a law enforcement authority, or any other person that it has opened a fraudulent account for a person engaged in identity theft.
	Investigation to determine if billing was made fraudulently.

	Personal identifying information provided by the patient is associated with known fraudulent activity as indicated by internal or third-party sources used by the health care provider. For example:  The address provided does not exist.


	Investigate complaint, interview individuals as appropriate.

RESOLUTION #09-06-12 – Acknowledge Life Force Identity Theft Policy

Moved by Monroe, second by Pavlick to acknowledge the Life Force Management Identity Theft Program Policy (attached B). Roll: Monroe, yes; Pavlick, yes; Conley, yes.
· Chief Barrett gave his report for the last month. He also reviewed the various trainings done within the last month. So far, all of the in-house trainings that have been done here have been able to be given CEU’s. Ken has completed training and is now a certified fire instructor. Jason Creamer is in the process of completing his training.

· There are multiple projects that are going on. Due to all of these projects, I would like to ask another lieutenant position be established. I have done the interviewing to fill Rich Gleba’s Lieutenant 

RESOLUTION #09-06-13 – Create Lieutenant’s Position and 

Hire Ryan McDonnell and Mike Stricker

Moved by Monroe, second by Conley to create another Lieutenant’s position at a stipend of $300 per year and appoint Ryan McDonnell and Mike Stricker into the two open Lieutenant’s positions at a stipend of $300 per year each. Roll: Monroe, yes; Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes.

· Ben Wagner has completed his EMT certification and Kristen Piatt is now a certified paramedic which brings us to 8 paramedics. Ken was asked how close we are to being able to handle our calls during the day and only use LST as a back up. Ken feels we could lapse our contract with LST and with neighboring departments can handle all of our daytime calls. Colene asked about the need for a meeting. Ken stated he would gather information first to review and then go forward with a meeting.
· We participated in Safety Town yesterday at the elementary school. We also had a squad at the Run with the Bucks event at the school. 
· I am asking for permission to take the squad out of the township on July 19th for Art in the Park. We have done it for a few years now. The lady in charge knows that if we have a call in our township, they will go on it. I also would like permission for Rick Monroe to drive the parade vehicle in the Old Fashioned Days Parade on Sunday, June 28th.
RESOLUTION #09-06-14 – Permission for Vehicles to go out of the Township
Moved by Conley, second by Pavlick to have the squad go to Art in the Park and the parade vehicle to the Old Fashioned Days Parade on Sunday, June 28th. Roll: Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes; Monroe, yes.

· On Saturday, July 11th, we will have fire hydrant training. The fire hydrants affect the ISO rating. Our township is approximately 85% covered by hydrants.

· Our department participates in the Relay for Life through the Firefighter’s Association. This last year they have raised $3,500 for cancer research which is almost triple the amount raised last year.

· Colene wanted to extend the Board’s sympathy to Matt Behner in the loss of his father.

Trustees:

Bill Pavlick:

· As you are aware, we had contaminated oil during our spring cleanup. It needed to be labeled as a hazmat item. It ended up costing over $1,000 to dispose of it and took 5 barrels for them to get rid of it. It is suggested that we don’t take it next year and refer them to either Medina Tractor or Jim’s Maintenance.
· We have a box culvert on 7858 Branch Road that is deteriorating. One of the representatives from the Medina Co. Engineer will review the culvert to see what needs to be done.

· The roadside mowing is almost half completed. The tractor was vandalized on Branch Road. This was the second time it was vandalized so they have lost at least a half day of mowing time. 

· I received some estimates for ditch work on Branch Road. There is 1,785’ to be ditched. The best quote was HSH Construction at $6,247.00.

RESOLUTION #09-06-15 – Hire HSH Construction to Ditch on Branch Road

Moved by Pavlick, second by Monroe to hire HSH Construction at a cost of $6,247.00 to move the ditch on Branch Road. Roll: Pavlick, yes; Monroe, yes; Conley, yes.

Richard Monroe:

· There is an abandoned gas line on Beck Road that is exposed in some areas. It is not a Columbia Gas line or two other company gas lines. It could be possibly an old private line. SNIN-7T5K82 is the work order number with Columbia Gas if we need to do anything with it in the future. It is in the ditch so it is in our right-of-way.

· I have received the response on the chipped berm on Hastings in writing to forward to the homeowner which states there is not a problem.
· I have received two quotes to replace the culvert under the road on Stone Road and replace 800’ of shoulder berm. The two quotes were for $5,740 and $15,000. The difference in cost is because the one contractor has access to free dirt. There should be about 40 more loads of dirt that we could get for the sledding hill. If we want it, it would be at a cost of $65/hour for loading and hauling.
RESOLUTION #09-06-16 – Hire HSH Construction for 

Stone Road Culvert Replacement and Berm Work

Moved by Monroe, second by Conley to hire HSH Construction to replace the culvert and replace 800’ of shoulder berm on Stone Road at a cost of $5,740.00. Roll: Monroe, yes; Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes.

RESOLUTION #09-06-17 – Close Stone Road
Moved by Monroe, second by Conley to close Stone Road between Columbia and Beck on Wednesday, July 1st from 7:00 – 5:00 for the culvert replacement (rain date: Thursday, July 2nd). Roll: Monroe, yes; Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes.

· I have met with Brian Becker from Becker Sign regarding our sign out front. The current sign is in really bad shape. He will be giving me some options. We also went to the cemetery and he took some pictures and will give us options on a cemetery sign.

· I received a call from a resident on Beck Road wanting to know why it took so long to get the mailbox taken care of from being hit during the winter.

· The Lester Road project is completed. The County billed for signage, but Dan Becker talked to Mike Salay and we will not have to pay our 26%.

· A resident on Lampson Road put grass clippings from his yard and his neighbors in the ditch line to help with the septic smell. Dorothy has been there three times with the Health Department. There was no electric, water, septic, etc. in the house. There is a belief that now that the house is sold the issue will go away.

· I responded to the e-mail from Jim Bogner regarding the weather sirens. I met with Jim at the station and reviewed the entire operation with him. Jim and I would like to meet with Ken to review the preventative maintenance. Jim will be the fire department contact for the sirens.

· I received a call from a resident not happy with the zoning inspector and felt he was treated rudely. He did call Dorothy and apologized. Things are moving in the right direction.

· Pastor Steve Costello from York Methodist Church is leaving after 8 years. The new one starts July 1st.

· The NE Ohio Live Steamers will be giving free train rides this Saturday at the Lester Rail Trail.

Colene Conley:

· We will be paving Wolff Road this fall. I contacted Fred Boreman because there are some very bad sections on the south side of the road that will need wedge paving prior to the finish paving. I’ve e-mailed Andy Conrad twice regarding the bridge and was told it would be ready to go to bid and I’ve not heard a response. Greg Dobson did the culvert replacement for us and said it was like dust when he took it out.

· I’ll be meeting with a representative from Shale Creek and their attorney regarding the landscaping that has not been completed as required.

· Robert from Granger Paving has looked at fixing some of the areas that will need to be repaired.

· Don Weiland rode the roads to check out the reflectiveness of road signs. Some have been taken to the County Engineer’s for re-facing.
· A resident called regarding the street light out at Erhart and Norwalk.

· A resident on Branch Road sent an anonymous letter who was hoping to get city water and are frustrated because there weren’t enough people who had petitioned for water. They also can’t get cable service. Armstrong and Time Warner are trying to get stimulus money to service the rural area. I will be working with a friend in the area once we get the list of those who had signed up with the Co. Sanitary Engineer for possibly wanting water.
RESOLUTION #09-06-18 – ACCEPTING $125,000 FROM H.B. 562 CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT LEGISLATIVE GRANT – YORK TOWNSHIP PARK LAND

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the York Township Trustees are thankful to accept the grant award of $125,000 to develop our park land.

1)   6157 Spieth Rd., Diane Kubajac:   Ms. Kubajac was in Ohio during the holidays, she  has brought the decks into compliance and she is going to be working with the Home       Depot to obtain plans for a two car garage.  I have forwarded the information to Trina      Devanney at the Prosecuto’rs Office. Trina sent another letter to her in Arizona.  We     have been in contact with Ms. Kubajac several times per week this month.  She has     received two adjudication notices from the Health Dept. She is possibly going to remove the changes to the garage to be back into compliance.  The neighbor is going to remove the sign.  Sign has been removed.  Ms. Kubajak will be home from Arizona on June 19, 2009 she will set up either building a garage at that time or remove the changes to the existing garage to bring it back into compliance.  I have phoned her today to contact me.  6/25/09: Mrs. Kubajak will be in town and will meet with me at 11:45 a.m. to discuss how she will take care of the violations on the property. She is getting a loan and is hoping to build with Great Garages. Spoke to Trina and if we do not get a response by next week it will go forward in the system.
2)  3928 Beck Rd., Kidd: Junk and miscellaneous items on property.  Violation sent. Site visit on May 20, 2009.  Much of the area was cleaned and brought into compliance.  Mr. Kidd will finish and call me in a week or two. I went to visit Mr. Kid at his property on Monday, June 22, 09. He has a couple of things to do. He will get rid of the trailer of steel, take care of a small pile of trash and get rid of the small pile of trash at the west end of the property.
3) 7033 Spieth Rd., Dressler: A property visit was made 2/9/09 with our attorneys.         The hearing was extended to give them time to work on the list of violations.  We went to court on March 5, 2009.  The magistrate recommended we go to mediation/set for March 25, 2009.  Trina had two conflicting cases at the same day and time so we had to reschedule to April 27, 2009. We attended conflict mediation on April 27, 2009.  We will meet at the property again on May 27, 2009 and hold a phone conference on May 28 to discuss the case progress. Cancelled due to illness.  To be rescheduled for next week.
