Special Meeting

Chairman Colene Conley called the special meeting to order at 6:05 p.m. Present: Colene Conley, Rick Monroe, Bill Pavlick, Dorothy Crouch and Bev Fry.
Chip Klinkenberg from Illes Architects was present to give an overview of the proposed addition to the fire station. He also looked at an addition to the east as well as the north. There are issues that would make going to the east more costly. The parking lot has a crown as well as being higher than the existing floor level. The parking lot and drainage would need to have a lot of work done. It would create another saddle in the roof that we don’t particularly like now as well as begin to hide the Town Hall when approaching from the north. Due to the cost and issues involved, I don’t recommend building to the east.
The most cost effective way to add on would be to the north. With the elevation, we can address it with steps. We don’t need to have a ramp there because of the other entrances being wheelchair accessible. Chip was able to address the addition without having to make any changes on the platform in the meeting room. The roof pitch will match the rest of the building.
Chief Barrett arrived at 6:15 p.m.

Chip gave a brief overview of the plans to Chief Barrett. Chip stated that the shutter window covering for Dorothy’s window needs to be fire rated because of the hallway. Dorothy was asked about putting a sliding glass window in her opening and she didn’t think it was necessary.

Ken asked about the records room size for whether a sprinkler system is needed. It is very close in size. Chip recommends that once the plans are ready for bid, we should take it to the building department for their review so we can then go forward.
