Regular Meeting

June 26, 2008


Chairman Rick Monroe called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  He led the pledge of allegiance.  

Moved by Conley, second by Pavlick to approve the minutes of the May 22, 2008 regular meeting, the May 27, 2008, June 5, 2008, June 19, 2008 and June 23, 2008 special meetings. On the June 19th meeting, Rick asked if NLCI had stated he had a boom mower. Colene said he was talking to Fred and didn’t hear. Bill said he had a boom mower in his yard. Rick would like this addition to the June 19th meeting minutes. Roger Nair also stated that it wasn’t listed in the contract. Fred commented that the type of equipment was not listed in the contract. Roll: Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes; Monroe, yes.
Visitors:

· Ben Cavey from Shale Creek Golf Course was present with the plans for the clubhouse. He wants to set up a time to take the trustees and Dorothy to The Quarry near Canton to see what type of clubhouse they plan to construct. Colene commented that the trustees would take the plan to the Zoning Commission Board’s meeting next week so they are aware of what is happening. The trustees will come up with a date and get back to Ben.
· Lake Erie Watershed Plan

· Ken Barco came as the President of the Medina Co. Farm Bureau to speak about the Farm Bureau’s viewpoint on the Rocky River Balanced Growth Initiative and Riparian Setback. The Bureau is made up of a diverse background. The Farm Bureau had two representatives that sat on the committee that came up with the guidelines. At this time, the Bureau has officially neither supported nor opposed the Initiative. The Farm Bureau has opposed the Riparian Setback because of ownership issues. They are not opposed to the buffers that go along with it because the membership is already voluntarily putting in buffers. Colene thanked Ken for getting the trustees the copy of the 180 page document.
· Tim Fuller was present on behalf of the Watershed Plan and to express his opposition to this plan. He explained how the whole document wasn’t available for everyone to view. He also stated that some of the townships in the county have already withdrawn and are asking that York Township to withdraw. Colene explained that Bill Thorne, Asst. Co. Prosecutor has stated that it is a voluntary program. Cheryl Nagel, Chatham Trustee, stated they withdrew because once the majority of the townships approve it, it automatically will place all the townships in the plan so therefore, it is no longer voluntary. Cheryl commented that the document also said it was evolutionary so it can evolve once you’re in it and not know how it will change. The Chatham Trustees also felt they should know 100% of what was going on and since they represent the people, they rescinded their resolution. Cheryl also said they sent their resolution to Bill Thorne who also told them not to worry. 
· Roger Morlock commented that it appeared that it would eventually be the State of Ohio and possibly taking away the need for the townships. He prefers to have the government local. He also commented how old programs would be re-tooled to meet the new ones. Colene also informed everyone that zoning had been taken away from the trustees and Bill Thorne had filed a lawsuit which he has won. Roger commented again about the lack of specifics.
· Richard Hill felt the document was to address a problem, but has talked in circles instead of addressing the problem. There are already laws to address water control and flooding. It isn’t the farmer that is making this a huge problem, it’s the construction. Each time there is more blacktop and concrete, there is no place for the water to go.

· Gib Fuller commented on the Columbia Road flooding and how the water was re-routed by  his field drive.
· John Bryk commented about the watershed and how people were asked to volunteer to get in the program. The Muskingam Watershed owners pay property taxes on everything they own to help with the Watershed. It is a possibility that those who volunteer in the Lake Erie Watershed could be taxed also.

· Ken Barco commented that the Farm Bureau representatives that were a part of the committee were not given information on everything.

· The trustees discussed whether to rescind their support at this time or wait until next month. 

· John Bryk commented that it is important to rescind at this time because the Toledo group will be acting on this in the next few days and if we are above the 75%, we won’t have a choice. 
· Dan Morlock talked about the evolution of this document and how today it says 75% are needed, what if it says something different tomorrow? 

Moved by Conley, second by Pavlick to rescind Resolution #07-11-01 which was to support the Upper West Branch Rocky River Balanced Growth Initiative Resolution of Jurisdictional Support. This will need to be faxed or e-mailed to Jeff VanLoon at the Soil & Water Conservation District Office. Roll: Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes; Monroe, yes.

· Most of the people regarding the Initiative left.
· Mr. Fuller asked about the flooding on his property. Colene stated the State would need to be called.

· Richard Carver asked when the County was going to replace the culvert by him. Rick Monroe stated the County has pushed it back because it’s not as high of priority to them as other places. 

· John Knorr on Spieth Road asked about his neighbor having added a culvert. Tom Croston stated it was a natural waterway and the pipe had been there, but was buried by 2’ of silt. Currently, the water is running high. The trustees commented on the “flooding-type” rain this evening that has created high water everywhere.

· Tom Croston asked that we place a blurb on our website that we have a new roadside mower. Somehow it has been made known that he did not bid on this year’s mowing. Tom then commented that he had bid in March per Colene’s request and his bid was opened and returned to him. Bev Fry informed that since the specifications were not complete, there was no legal ad placed for roadside mowing bids. Therefore, she didn’t look at the front of envelopes when she slit them all open to get the mail out since there were no bids to be submitted. Tom didn’t feel that he could bid when the legal ad was placed since he felt he had already placed a bid. Bev assured him that no one saw his bid except for her and that she had contacted Bill Thorne, Asst. Co. Prosecutor who said nothing was done wrong and again emphasized the importance of not sharing the bid amount with anyone. Bill Pavlick told him that with the way the specs were written, there would not have been a problem with him placing a bid since it was done on a rate per mile instead of an hourly rate as in the past. Tom then left.
REPORTS: 

Zoning:
· Everyone keeps bringing up the signs around the school fence. They will be gone by July 10th and will work with us in the future. The comments being given have been negative.
· Mrs. Becks from the Buckeye Community Theater was informed she needs to come in to discuss putting up signs advertising their play because they are in the road right-of-way. 
· The mattress signs also need to come down. It didn’t sound like a good fundraiser so probably won’t be done again by any of the School groups.

· There are road name signs and arrows for the detour when the construction on Marks and Spieth Roads is done and then will come down.

· There are issues with the gentleman in the “y” of Elyria and Spieth Roads. When the permit gets filled out, I’ll take it to Bill Thorne for review.

· Mrs. Janet Graham from 6712 W. Smith can’t hear the sirens. 

· Mr. Chidsey still has some issues to be taken care of. 

· Pulte Homes came in for a new home permit with an overpayment of $3.58. 

· There is someone who would like to stock jet parts at the old Bert Mantz’s property on Spieth Road which does not fit our zoning code.
Fire Department:

· Chief Barrett was not present with a fire report. He had e-mailed his report to the trustees with the update on trainings and events with the department. One of his grants was denied, but we’re not sure which grant.
Moved by Monroe, second by Conley to approve out of state travel in July for Jeremy Betsa and Jason Creamer to go to Firehouse Expo in Baltimore, Maryland. Roll: Monroe, yes; Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes.

Trustees:

Bill Pavlick:

· I’ve received several calls regarding the roadside mowing. One of them was from a resident on Branch Road who wondered if we were going to even do it. I explained to her that we worked with the County to come up with bid specs and bid it.

· I was checking on the roadside mowing and spoke with Andrew Jenkins regarding a culvert that had been cut up from the mower and that the mowing was not acceptable. It was also found out that they were using a trackhoe mower. They now have a boom mower and worked on Wolff and Lester Roads today. Andrew told me they plan to have the first mowing completed by next Friday and if any of our roads don’t meet our expectations, let him know.
· I’ve spoken with two of the trustees from Litchfield regarding the needed berming on Erhart Road and they will be moving forward on it. They are accepting responsibility.

Richard Monroe:

· Life Spring Church on Lester Road is having a garage sale on July 11th and 12th and taking donations on July 10th. All profits will go to the three fire departments within the Buckeye School District. Anyone who wishes to sell things needs to man their own table. It may be possible to donate items and not man a table. That would have to be checked.

· We did some training with the ladder truck and checked out the cupola at the top of the station which is in horrible condition and needs painting. I will get someone to look at this to get it done.

· At the business meeting, pagers and the calendar was brought up. The Association members asked that we place any of our meetings and events be placed on the calendar so we all know what is happening.

· I met with Matt Simons and Sam Elliott from ODOT regarding the flooding issues on Columbia Road. ODOT will ditch from beyond Spellman to past the rail trail. They will hydro-jet out the culvert here by the station complex. They are hoping for July, but that is a shared piece of equipment with 2 other counties.

· I spoke with Dan Becker regarding the Lester Road culvert project. The Issue I funds have been approved and it will go to bid next month.

· The old York School will be torn down by September 15th. The new owner was informed of the rodent issue and that he needs to take care of it.

· Ron Pfaff has worked on the fire siren here at the station. There was an issue with the electric contact starter and will be replaced with a manual starter.

· Mr. Adamsky has requested to go back to his 7 monthly payments from the 12 months. 

Moved by Monroe, second by Pavlick to return to 7 monthly payments for Adamsky Lawn Service with a proration on the balance owed. Roll: Monroe, yes; Pavlick, yes; Conley, yes.

· I have a resident receiving invoices from Life Force. Life Force informed me that the insurance company sent the check to this resident which is why they are getting billed. Bev will check to see if we’ve received payment at this time.
· I will be meeting with American Tree regarding some trees that need trimming.

Colene Conley:

· Colene gave Dorothy a phone number for Chris Kramer with an airplane. Rick commented that he has called him 3 times and Rick has invited him to any of our zoning or township meetings. It is a wholesale business where jet parts will be repaired and stored on the property. Dorothy has explained to him it doesn’t fit within our zoning.

· The three trustees went to Medina Township last night for another meeting on the fire district. They are trying to get 8 entities together to do a study to see how it would work. There are 6 entities that have already committed. There is a grant available to pay for the study.

Moved by Pavlick, second by Monroe to participate in the study for a Medina County Fire District as long as the grant money is approved to fund it. Roll: Pavlick, yes; Monroe, yes; Conley, yes. 
· Litchfield Township will be meeting with the County Engineer regarding the berming issue on Erhart Road and would like us to attend. We will try for Wednesday, July 2nd at 6:00. Colene will call George Mueller to work on it. 
· I met with Fred Boreman and Dan Becker regarding several spots that are culvert, berming and ditching issues. They will be prioritizing the issues and get the plans worked up.

· Chief Barrett has advertised for a new Engineer to take care of the trucks and an inspector. 

· I intended a zoning meeting last month in Brunswick and there was a surprise 90th birthday party for Mike Ruby.

· We talked about getting something for the sign girls which Bill Thorne said would be ok. I will get $25 VISA cards from FirstMerit for them tomorrow.

· Bev e-mailed us with info from our insurance company regarding needing job descriptions and verification that employees receive a copy of the handbook. Bev will e-mail Homestead that this will be done.
· The area between the Orth Stone house and our parking lot has a real issue with flooding and should be taken care of. If we have the Engineer’s Office do a design for parking, they will be very disappointed if we don’t go forward with it. The Engineer’s Office has designed things for us in the past that we haven’t followed through with. Bill and Rick agreed that we need to go forward with a parking lot and gravel it at this time.
· Dan Becker called regarding Station and Spieth Road and the damage assessment from the roadside mowing.
