Regular Meeting

July 24, 2008


Chairman Rick Monroe called the regular meeting to order at 6:31 p.m. He led the pledge of allegiance.  

Moved by Conley, second by Pavlick to approve the minutes from the June 26, 2008 regular meeting and the July 9, 2008 and July 21, 2008 special meetings.  Roll:  Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes; Monroe, yes.

Visitors:
· Joyce Voegerl and Stephanie Masica, Columbia Rd. – have a new neighbor in Mark Totten’s old house running ATV’s until 1:00 in the morning sometimes. They have called the sheriff’s department on them. Someone has put yellow caution tape up so they don’t go on the school property. She has not spoken to the neighbor as of yet about the noise since he allows his 9 year old son drive his pickup around the property. The last time was a Monday. They are also out on the weekends. Bill Pavlick will check with the sheriff’s office. We have no zoning noise ordinance and can’t since we’re not a city. It was suggested they speak with the sheriff’s department and ask for guidance.
· Mark Goffinet, Medina Co. Auditor’s Office: A couple of brief announcements – fair starts Monday with activities listed on his website. He suggested that if one has time to check out the 4-H Outstanding Court.

REPORTS:
Zoning:

· Dorothy reviewed the Historical Society’s barn proposal on the township property. It is 50’ x 36’. Nevada Johnson was present for the discussion. It will go before the Zoning Commission because of the Multi-Use District and to approve the setbacks. It is before the trustees first so they can review for comments. Nevada sent a copy of the 1997 Agreement for the schoolhouse that was “massaged” for the barn. It would belong to the township and be leased to the Historical Society for $1 per year. It will take approximately 4 – 6 weeks to erect the barn depending on the weather. Kerry-Ellis drew up the site plan gratis for the Historical Society. The trustees commented they are in favor of the plan. 
Moved by Conley, second by Monroe to support the site plan of the barn for the Historical Society with approval of the Zoning Commission. Roll: Conley, yes; Monroe, yes; Pavlick, yes.

· I have looked through the minutes twice looking for the size of accessory buildings. We had been at 120 square feet, but could go to 144 square feet. The state was going to change to 200, but that would allow pods. 

Moved by Conley, second by Pavlick to set our accessory building size at 144 square feet effective July 25, 2008. Roll: Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes; Monroe, yes.

· Dorothy gave her zoning report as attached (item A).

Trustees:

Bill Pavlick
· Received a call from Norm Hinman regarding damage to his enclosed pipe from NLCI during the roadside mowing. I called Andrew Jenkins and asked him about the repairs to both Mr. Hinman’s area and the Spieth/Station intersection damage. As of last night, nothing has been repaired. We had a special meeting on July 21st with Andrew, Mr. Thorne and Fred Boreman regarding all the mowing issues. I called Andrew last night at 5:30 p.m. regarding Monday’s meeting. Andrew informed Bill that he and Mr. Nair came up with a counter proposal, but as of this evening, I have not heard from them.
· I spoke with Tom Giese regarding ditching on Branch Road and was told it would be done the first of week of August.

· The fire district meeting for July was canceled.

· The Sheriff’s Office continues to give our cemetery special attention in that when they are in the area and need to do a report; they sit in there to do it.

· A section of Spieth Road was closed due to a washed out culvert until it was repaired.

Colene Conley
· The Spieth Road culvert was designed by the Engineer’s Office for us and was installed for us. I picked up the new lights for the top of the barricades so I’ll show you guys how to attach them.
· Bill Thorne sent Colene a road maintenance agreement with a breakdown for each area – Town Hall, Cemetery, Orth Property, Lawson Property and other items such as bush trimming.

· When I attended the fire meeting, I spoke with Michael Todd regarding our participation in the district. Michael said he needs our letter of participation by tomorrow. There are 7 entities with us. Bill didn’t think it would make sense to participate if Liverpool and Litchfield don’t since the three of us make up the Buckeye School District. Rick thought if the study was free, then that’s ok, but with a potential of $2,000 to pay when we probably won’t benefit made it unnecessary to participate at this time due to the cost. Chief Barrett agreed that it wouldn’t benefit us at this time.
· We met with the Litchfield Township Trustees at the Engineering Center on July 9th. Litchfield has agreed to hire a contractor to replace the culvert, push back the ditch and fix the berm.

· I attended a zoning meeting while Dorothy was on vacation and received new laws regarding removing debris and cost of abating dangerous property conditions. The township trustees need to act on it. Dorothy stated the guy in Columbus said to be prepared for a lot of flak. The gentleman also said it’s not as easy as it sounds.

Richard Monroe
· Matt from ODOT told me he would have Columbia Road ditched here by mid-July and it was done. There is still an issue over the field drive between Mr. Fuller, ODOT and the Park District. 
· ODOT is still looking at hydro-jetting some culverts, but it is a shared machine and has had some breakdowns.

· We talked about painting the cupola on the station. I’ve called a couple of contractors a couple of times. Don Weiland will paint the cupola and the door on the building at the cemetery.

· Branch Road Cemetery – Fred Boreman will be staking for the fence this Saturday.

· Dan Becker and I have been talking about the Lester Road culvert replacement. The bid opening will be Tuesday, July 29th and Dan has sold several bid packets for this project. Temporarily, we will store any salvageable bridge stones on the north side of the property.

· I drove some of the roads with two different tree trimming companies. The bids seemed a little high so I will scale it back and then get with the companies again.

· Federal Signal suggests a preventative maintenance annually at a cost of $450 for each siren. I received a quote from Ron Pfaff electric for $1,280.00 for all 4 sirens. 

Moved by Monroe, second by Pavlick to have Ron Pfaff Electric do the maintenance on the four fire sirens at a cost of $1,280.00. Roll: Monroe, yes; Pavlick, yes; Conley, yes.

· Regarding the mattress signs, I’ve spoken with a couple of soccer people and it probably won’t be happen again since there were only a couple of mattresses sold.

· I spoke with Don Weiland regarding the foundation work for the barn. They may have some excess dirt. I suggest that it be placed on the Orth property so we’ll have it for our enclosure between the Orth property and the fire station. 
· On August 2nd, NEOLS will be having train rides from 12:30 – 4:30.

Fire Dept.
· Chief Barrett gave a copy of the run report to the trustees. We are on track to have the same number of runs as last year.

· We’ve had various types of training.

· I’ve received notification that we received the 2007 Federal Fire Grant. While we were initially denied, since there was money left, they reviewed our grant and have awarded us $44,000.00. It is for equipment and training.

· We still have other grants out, one of which is for new pagers since the county is going to go to a second set of tones. Another is for a medium duty rescue truck and the other is for a generator for the station and an exhaust system for the bays.

· We’ve done an inspection at the group home on Fenn Road. Everything is according to code and very good.

· Safety Town was June 25th and some of the trucks went up to school for it.

· A bookcase has been ordered for the meeting room for all the text type books.

· We have a donation of a treadmill for the station once we find a spot to put it. It was donated to us by Strongsville Fire Dept.

· Life Spring Church had their rummage sale and made $900 which they are splitting between the three fire departments within the Buckeye District. They will be sending us our $300.

· On September 20th, there is a meeting for the Teddy Thunder Poker Run which will be a fundraiser to buy equipment for the pediatric wing at the Hospital. They will be going through the county past each fire station except for the Cities. We are volunteering to be one of the stops. Medina Hospital will put up porta-potties and getting their card here. It will end at the Community Center with a dinner at 5:00 p.m.
· Fair Watch – the fair board does not provide insurance for us. 

Moved by Monroe, second by Conley to approve the Chief’s recommendation and allow the department to participate in the fair watch on Saturday, August 2nd from 6:30 a.m. to 2:30 p.m. Roll: Monroe, yes; Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes.
· The job postings for the Engineer and Fire Inspector have expired. There was one interested party for each position. 
Moved by Conley, second by Monroe to hire Vic Lenarth for a part time fire inspector at a salary of $10.00 per hour for 20 hours per week. Roll: Conley, yes; Monroe, yes; Pavlick, yes.
Moved by Conley, second by Pavlick to hire Jason Creamer as the Engineer at $100 per month to be paid quarterly. Roll: Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes; Monroe, yes.

· I’ve contacted the OHSAA regarding their guidelines for soccer games since the school has requested our services for the varsity soccer games. OHSAA has no requirements for EMS services on site for any high school games, including football. I feel it is important to continue to cover football games due to the number of people attending. We will have the suburban with one EMT at the varsity soccer games.

· I’ve done some looking into the EMS billings and what insurance companies are covering on the different levels – BLS, ALS1 and ALS2.  $360, $420 and $420 are the current rates. Soft billing is where our residents are only paying what their insurance pays. I would like to recommend that we raise our rates to $450, $550 and $650 with mileage increased to $10/mile.

Moved by Pavlick, second by Conley to raise the rates to BLS - $450, ALS1 - $550 and ALS2 - $650 plus increase the mileage to $10/mile. Roll: Pavlick, yes; Conley, yes; Monroe, yes.
· Chief Barrett announced that anyone who would like to work with the fire department, but not be a fireman or EMT, can be a part of the Fire Fighter’s Association.

· The grant that was denied last month was for 6 sets of turnout gear.

VIOLATIONS

1) Howard Hanna - Wolff Rd. Boughter Property more than one real estate sign on property. They have brought this into compliance, only one sign on arm post on property

2) 2885 Hunters Trail - Matthew Ried- No deck permit. He will be in next week (5/25/08) to finish up his permit.  He needs a more detailed site plan. Permit Obtained
3) 6157 Spieth Rd. Diane Kubajac  Working with the Building Dept. (Charles Huber) and Health Dept. (Mark Burnett) Building changes and Home Occupation changes with out any permits or change of use application. I have discussed options with Trina D. from the Prosc. Office, we are working with the Building Dept. to rectify this situation

4) 6754 Wolff Rd.  Smetana one vehicle still has not been plated and needs work.  Mrs. Smetana stated she would be getting the plates within a few days.  There has been no response. This matter has been turned over to the Medina Co. Prosecutors Office 7/23/08

5) 6575 Norwalk Rd Meeks Property Contacted them for the second time this year and let them know the grass needed taken care of. They had it mowed

6) Schumaker Homes  signs at Spieth and Abbeyville for home building. Signs removed once I contacted them
7) 7115 Norwalk Rd. Claude Gatewood Federal ATF (Carol Stob) called for information on a business at this location. I contacted the owner he only makes custom gun stocks.  At the most four per month.  The house is possibly sold and he will be moving , if not he will obtain a home occupation Type 2.All business is done via the internet and U. S. Mail

8) West Smith Rd. Mrs. Graham brought in photos of Issues on property to the west of her, Jake Chidsey.  I phoned Mr. Chidsey. He came to my office and we went through the photos and what he is and was not permitted to do on the property.  Mr. Chidsey noted the truck was on the property bring wood chips for his personal use.  The wood, the trailer are Mr. Chidseys personal use items and are permitted.  No wood or chips are being sold from the property.

9) Spoke to Shale Creek Sales Office per the signage they put out on the weekend on the corners near Shale Creek.The signs are not permitted and they need to speak to the person in charge and remove them from any future display list. ( 7/22/08)

10) 7033 Spieth Rd. Dressler – There has been an ongoing issue on the property with junk cars, commercial trailers used for storage, drive was not properly installed, junk on property and scrapping of vehicles and etc. This has been turned over to the Medina County Prosecutors Office. A violation letter was mailed from Trina Devanney on 7/18/08

11) 7100 Elyria Rd.  Shawn McGreer has been letting Eric Coyne utilize the property for a business and there was no change of use paperwork filed or a site review for the operation of a new business.  The old business was lawn maintenance , the new is repair on vehicles, towing and impounding. Not all of which fit our zoning Resolution.  I have informed both Shawn McGreer and Eric Coyne until a Site Review is approved by the Zoning Commission all work must cease and all vehicles need to be removed.  No work can continue at this location at this time. 

12) 4292 Marks Rd. Petros Homes  Left three messages for Sam Petros. Niel Brennan returned the call.  I explained the house is not secured and possibly unsafe, the grass needs mowed. Residents have call about the mess.  Mr. Brennan will contact someone to mow the grass and secure the building.  He talked about getting rid of the house I gave him the name of Sam Butcher who did work for the Township in the past.

Rail Trail East of Columbia-Resident let us know there is septic runoff crossing the trail.  I took photos sent to Park District and Health Dept. Health Dept checked the home near the area and their septic is working properly and empties into the middle of their own yard. ( per Christina of the Medina Co. Health Dept.) The lay of the land does make the treated water run to the rail trail and across the walk way.  The south side of the rail trail needs to be ditched to Columbia Rd., the Park District will handle this. ( per Mr. Perry of the Medina Co. Park District) The field entry to the north of the rail trail needs a culvert pipe installed, ODOT is handling this.

Tuesday July 8th ODOT ditched along Columbia Rd. and Thursday July17th.the Park District ditched along the rail trail. The residents with concerns are now able to walk with out the dirty water on the trail.

3) 6462 Fenn Rd. Burkett  Mr. Burkett has until May 22, 2008 to be in compliance.  He has stopped in and said it will be done.  I visited the property on 5/22/08 There are still violations. I will be contacting the Prosecutors Office on the next step.

Mr. Burkett has not brought his violations into compliance with the court order. Trina D./Prosecutors Office is now filing with the court  per our 7-9-08 meeting.
