Special Meeting

       August 10, 2009

Chairman Colene Conley called the special meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. Present: Colene Conley, Rick Monroe, Bill Pavlick, Ken Barrett, Dorothy Crouch, Bev Fry, David Hull and Chip Klinkenberg from Illes Architects.
Chip reviewed the plans and procedure for the addition. The plans are complete. They made a change in the air conditioning unit for the electric load and loudness of the unit. They also changed the size of the counter by making it deeper. 

The specifications are complete and ready to go to the Prosecutor’s Office for review so that it can then go to bid. There are some items that need to be filled in such as the bid dates. In addition, we will take three copies to the building department. There is no plumbing, but will still take a copy for them. The average is approximately 2 weeks for them to review. Chip’s suggestion for bidding was a Friday, Monday and following Monday with bid opening two weeks after that. 

Bev asked about an escrow waiver agreement being a part of the bid documents due to the shortness of the project and poor interest rate would not make an escrow account feasible. Chip stated that may be possible, but he would like Bill Thorne to approve it also. Bev stated she would e-mail a copy to both Chip and Bill. 

Colene asked about a drinking fountain. Chip stated there isn’t close plumbing in the addition. Bottled water can also substitute for a water fountain. The water fountain will not go in. Dorothy and Chip discussed outlets, buzzer system, and key phob on the exterior door. It was also discussed to have a doorbell on the current east door. Chip wants a copy of a couple of electric bills from the station to see about the usage. Chip needs a check for $154.50 for plan review to the Building Department. It will be sent to him after next Thursday’s meeting. 
Chip left at 6:44 p.m.

Colene spoke regarding the doors on the station. The 20 year warranty doors are $255 with $250 for installation for each of the six doors. They have an aluminum skin over them which will help keep them from rusting like the current doors.
