Regular Meeting

August 28, 2008


Chairman Rick Monroe called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  He led the pledge of allegiance. 

Moved by Conley, second by Pavlick to approve the minutes of the July 24, 2008 regular meeting and the special meetings of July 30th and August 4th. Roll: Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes; Monroe, yes.

Visitors:

· Mark Goffinett, Co. Auditor’s Office – He made the announcements of a safe, happy Labor Day weekend and remember school’s back in session so drive safely on behalf of Auditor Mike Kovack.
· Howard Daughtery – He brought in records from his days as a former instructor with the Erhart Volunteer Department. Rick asked him to give them to Chief Barrett. 

· Norm Hinman – asked if anyone was familiar with the Cooper culvert on Beck Road that was jetted out a couple of years ago because it is filling in again with silt. Someone asked him to relay a thank you for taking care of the sewage odor on the rail trail. As you can see, the old school is almost down. The Historical Society did get the 1922 stone from the building. The barn is going up over at the Historical Society area. They have begun on the timbers.

· Jim Miller – thanked the trustees for the opportunity to go to the Zoning workshop on August 20th which was a very good meeting.
REPORTS:
Zoning:

· Dorothy gave the report as attached. (Item A).

Fire Dept:
· Chief Barrett gave a copy of the run report to the trustees.
· Ken then explained the different types of training done during the past month.

· Ken reported about the activities – fair watch, water hydrant testing, football and soccer coverage.
· The schools were all inspected prior to the opening of school. Vic Lenarth and Ken only found minimal maintenance type items to take care of. Ken explained the process for fire inspections with Vic.

· On Sept. 20th, we will be a stop for the Teddy Thunder Run. There will be 12 fire stations they ride past. We will have a tour set up of the station as well as fire prevention materials. 

· On Sept. 27th, there will be a Keep on Truckin’ program at the Buckeye Library. We will have a couple of vehicles there. 

· We have two members going to the Wayne Co. training for farm extrication. 

· I have received a letter of request for the donation of equipment to the Medina Co. Career Center.

· We have two members who have completed paramedic school – Jeremy Betsa and Mike Stricker. We have two members who are beginning paramedic school – Don Meister and Judy Farrow.

· We received a $225 donation from Columbia Gas Transmission. We will probably look at buying a multi-gas testing meter.

· I’ve received a call from George Voinovich and Sharrod Brown’s offices notifying us of our grant award of approximately $42,400 for 2007.
· We have two new applicants to join the fire department – Ben Wagner and Chris Giannoulis. The pre-employment screening has been completed. 

Moved by Monroe, second by Conley to appoint Ben Wagner and Chris Giannoulis to the fire department. Roll: Monroe, yes; Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes.
Trustees:

Richard Monroe:

· SR 57/Station Rd – berming issue on the NE corner. I spoke with Matt Simons at ODOT and found out it was on the schedule for later that week and it was repaired.
· The Transportation Improvement District (TID) sent out letters looking for projects to improve dangerous roadways or hazardous intersections. If there are any ideas, let me know. Colene commented about the hilly area on Columbia Road between Branch and Smith Road to have it cut down. Norm Hinman also commented on the Stone/Columbia Road intersection. Mike Salay will be speaking about this at the annual dinner in September. Bill commented about a solar stop sign at Spieth and Columbia.
· I received a call from a RoyalBrook resident about the new substation at Fenn/Marks regarding the noise. I’ve spoken with Paul Severyn at Ohio Edison about it. Ohio Edison has been out and tested it at different times of the day and it is below the levels required for OSHA standards. Paul stated his guys would continue to monitor it.

· The Lester Road culvert project was awarded to HSH Construction of Wadsworth. The culvert is being made and once it is completed, they will begin the work. The culvert will not be done for another 2 – 4 weeks. The cutoff date was the end of September, but will not be met due to the making of the culvert. 

· The Ohio Department of Agriculture is teaming up with Wooster and will be collecting farm pesticides. If interested, please call 800-282-1955, ext. 31 to make an appointment.

· The Spieth/Marks Road intersection has been completed with the turn lane. Marks Road will be closed between Wolff and Baker Roads for a culvert replacement near Baker Road.

· Fred Boreman will be working on the cemetery this weekend.

· Fred also informed me that every County Engineer in the state was pulled off every township to work on county things. We’ll be on the top of the list when they begin working on township items again.

· The roadside mowing crew has made repairs to the Spieth/Station culvert. It was not done to our satisfaction so the check is to be held.
Colene Conley:

· I have a quote from American Tree for items on Wolff Road, Abbeyville Road, Branch Road, Water Street, complex and the Historical Village at a cost of $2,800. Bev asked for a breakdown for accounting purposes.
Moved by Conley, second by Monroe to have American Tree do tree trimming at a cost of $2,800. Roll: Conley, yes; Monroe, yes; Pavlick, yes.

· I told Bill I would draft a letter for NLCI regarding the roadside mowing. 

· Some of the eaves and overhangs at the station needed to be looked at. Charles Siman has met with Don Weiland to check out the areas. Mr. Siman said it would cost about $1,500 to make the repairs at the end of September or beginning of October.

Moved by Conley, second by Pavlick to have Charles Siman make the needed repairs to the station eaves and overhang at a cost of approximately $1,500. Roll: Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes; Monroe, yes.

· I’ve spoken with George Smerigan regarding having Kerri Ellis check out the station for our perspective addition.

· We received a letter from Andy Conrad regarding CrossRoads and the pavement on Wolff Road by the Library. I told Bill Thorne we are not satisfied with the work. Ron Junior from CrossRoads contacted Colene regarding a meeting for the Wolff Road pavement. We will have the meeting on Thursday, September 4th at 6:00 p.m. If Bill Thorne can’t make it then, we’ll try for September 11th. Rick asked for confirmation of which date, once it was set with Bill Thorne.
· We’ve been awarded a $125,000 grant for a park. I’ve spoken with the ODNR and Bill Batchelder will be sending them a letter stating the funds can be used for the playground equipment, etc. since we already own the property. Bev informed everyone that Dameyon from ODNR said he hoped to have the paperwork in the mail to me by tomorrow.
· When the County Engineer tells us the plans are completed for Wolff Road, I will get a quote from Tom Croston and Tom Giese for the ditching and enclosure.
· I want to thank William Crouch for his beautiful flowers and Don Weiland for the paint job he’s done at the complex. I also want to thank whoever flew the flag at half mast for Emil Bolas.

· I spoke with Matt at ODOT regarding the guardrail by Bauer Funeral Home since there have been a couple of York Township residents have died in that area since the guardrail should be extended.

Bill Pavlick: 

· I’ve met with Bill Thorne at the Prosecutor’s Office with Fred Boreman, Roger Nair, Andrew Jenkins and the NLCI attorney. After each side presented their case (our pictures helped tremendously), an agreement was reached. The agreement included NLCI accepting $7,500 as full payment for round 1. NLCI will do round 2 with just the front and back of the ditches. Andrew will call me so I can check each road as they mow so we can tell them if there are any problems. The check will be held until repairs are completed.
· Branch Road ditch work is completed. 

· The berming and culvert work on Erhart is complete and turned out nice.

· NLCI took care of Norm’s ditch where it was ripped up.

· Rick and I picked up a dead deer and disposed of it at the processing center.

· 7756 Emerald Run complaint – salt damage from prior winters to the end of his driveway. I told him about the sealer that can be put on the concrete to help protect it. I will speak with Tom Croston before winter to suggest the snow piled in a different area.

Comments/Concerns:

· Norm Hinman commented about the motorcycle races at Valentine’s having the dust so thick I couldn’t see the neighbor’s house which is 250’ away. The dust was so bad on Stone Road a few days ago it was a surprise there wasn’t a traffic accident. Traveling east on Norwalk Road at the overpass, there is a sink hole that is pretty rough. The electronic sign at the elementary school is flashing so abruptly and bright that it is hard to read. Rick will call Supt. Honkala regarding the sign. 

· Rick Monroe asked if anyone saw the new scoreboard at the football field. It looks really nice.

· There is an article regarding EPA assessing fines per incident for illegal burning which is $250 per day. A gentleman in Westfield Center was fined $750. Agricultural burning can’t be done if you are within 1 mile of a city of a population of 10,000 or more. If you are farther away than that, it must be 1,000 feet from any structure. If the smoke causes a neighbor to complain of an odor, the law requires it to be put out.
· The sewer has not been hooked up yet at the golf course which is why the porta potties are still there.

· Dorothy commented about a bush/tree at Lester and Spieth Road looking to the west of Spieth Road that is causing a site problem.

Zoning Cont’d:

· Dorothy wanted to comment regarding Colene’s concern for the length of time for some of the problem areas getting to court. Dorothy stated that for Burkett for example, he took care of everything but the shed prior to the court’s May 22nd deadline. Dorothy went through the timeframe of happenings with Dave Pesorda to show that it was being worked on. There has been a lot done, it just isn’t completed. Colene just feels there should be a better way. Dorothy reviewed the timeframe of some other examples also to show that there has been some work done in a constant flow with the number of days that need to be waited before the next step can be taken. It may be the same people, but the “package” is different and process needs to start again.

Item A
August Violation Status
1) 7019 W. Smith Rd – Czerwony. It appears there is a business operating from the residence. Two violation letters were sent. The business has been moved to a permanent location in Strongsville, Ohio. The business equipment is no longer on the property.
2) 5415 Spieth Rd – Skelley. The Skelley’s have applied for a home occupation. The application is for a home occupation to operate a landscaping business for their son who resides there. This will go before the BZA on Sept. 18.

3) 6157 Spieth Rd – Diane Kubajac. Working with the Building Dept. (Charles Huber) and Health Dept. (Mark Burnett) Building changes and Home Occupation changes without any permits or change of use application. I have discussed options with Trina D. from the Prosc. Office, we are working with the Building Dept. to rectify this situation. Mrs. Kubajac has moved to Vegas. (6/1/08) I have sent a violation letter – waiting for response. The Prosecutor’s office has sent a letter to Mrs. Kubajac. She has responded to Trina D. Mrs. Kubajac has phoned the office several times. Enzo Maddelana is going to do the plans for her garage and pull the permit. I noted the property is in violation until the permit for the deck is obtained and the garage built. I went to the property to see that the sink area is removed. The sink was removed and the plumbing was capped off at the wall, still exposed. The counter top was not changed; a piece of brown MDF board was just laying on top, not screwed down. (Discuss with Trustees.) The trustees agreed it had to be fixed so the plumbing couldn’t be hooked up again once we leave.
4) 6754 Wolff Rd – Smetana. The van has been removed from the property and is being repaired at a repair shop. Upon its return it will have plates per Mrs. Smetana. 8/25/07

5) 6737 Stone Rd – Andrews. Mr. Andrews has moved to Spencer, Ohio. There are still vehicles and junk on the property. I have taken photos of the front and back of the house and a copy is being sent to Tina Devanney. The property owners (Vonderau) noted Mr. Andrews is trying to buy the property.

6) 6186 Norwalk Road – Schneider. 8/28/08 Property visit. He has arranged the fair trailers and etc. together and has gotten rid of a lot of the misc. items. There is a pile he is taking out next week.
7) 6735 W. Smith Road – Chidsey. (Home Occupation) I visited the property on Monday 8/11/08 and Wed. 8/20/08. There have been neighbor complaints. The property remained the same except for the small amount of new pine for his own future use. The Chidsey’s are installing an outdoor wood furnace; they will be using the large pile of pine wood for heating their home. Mr. Chidsey will bring home firewood for his own use in the future. There is a small pile of old gray hardwood (nothing new brought in), he will be taking off of the property, he will split it before loading and removing. There was still a skidster, wood chipper, log splitter and trailer on the property. These items are left on the property for personal use; many persons own these items for residential use. I could see no business or changes to the property. Mr. Chidsey has been operating the business from a new location on Norwalk Road.

8) 5481 Hamilton Rd – Stanek. A pool installed with no permit. A violation was sent. They came in to pick up an application and have not returned. I tried to reach them by phone, no answer or machine. Second letter sent 8/20/008.
9) 7033 Spieth Rd – Dressler. There has been an ongoing issue on the property with junk cars, commercial trailers used for storage, drive was not properly installed, junk on property and scrapping of vehicles and etc. This has been turned over to the Medina County Prosecutor’s Office. The Prosecutor’s Office has contacted Mrs. Dressler. A violation letter was mailed from Trina Devaney on 7/18/08..

10) 7100 Elyria Rd – Shawn McGreer. Has been letting Eric Coyne utilize the property for a business and there was no change of use paperwork filed or a site review for the operation of a new business. The old business was lawn maintenance, the new is repair on vehicles, towing and impounding. Not all of which fit our zoning resolution. I have informed both Shawn McGreer and Eric Coyne until a Site Review is approved by the Zoning Commission all work must cease and all vehicles need to be removed. No work can continue at this location at this time. There are new violations pertaining to junk vehicles and junk on the property.

11) 4292 Marks Rd – Petros Homes. Left three messages for Sam Petros. Niel Brennan returned the call. I explained the house is not secured and possibly unsafe, the grass needs mowed. Resident have called about the mess. Mr. Brennan will contact someone to mow the grass and secure the building. He talked about getting rid of the house I gave him the name of Sam Butcher who did work for the Township in the past. The grass has been poorly mowed and they made an attempt to clean up. I have not heard their intentions on removal of the building.

12) 6945 W. Smith Rd – Heiberlien. They have obtained the permit for the deck. The pool was under the required height in our zoning code. The pool was not required to obtain a permit.

13) 6671 W. Smith Rd – Cress. There are still violations on the property pertaining to junk vehicles. They will be notified in the coming week.
14) 7798 Stone Rd – James & Yolanda Bowser. The Prosecutor’s Office sent them a letter and they have ten days to be in compliance from receipt of the letter. Letter dated 4/25/08. Tom Karris notified James/Yolanda Bowser property is now in compliance.

15) 6108 Norwalk Rd – Dave Pesorda. The Prosecutor’s Office sent a letter. Trina Devaney, myself and Mr. Pesorda meet at the Prosecutor’s Office on May 8, 2008. Mr. Pesorda agreed to have it all in compliance by June 2, 2008. Mr. Pesorda had been hospitalized and this will be extended. I have requested Mr. Pesorda or a family member contact us in two weeks to keep in touch and discuss a time frame. I met with Trina D/Prosecutor’s Office and a new notification is being sent. Mr. Pesorda has not contacted us since his illness. We believe he is back to work at this time. We received a copy of the letter Trina D. of the Prosecutor’s Office had sent to him on July 22, 2008. The Prosecutor’s Office has filed the case with the courts. He has contacted us and will try to finish before the court date.

16) 6462 Fenn Rd – Burkett. Mr. Burkett has until May 22, 2008 to be in compliance. He has stopped in and said it will be done. I visited the property on 5/22/08. There are still violations. I will be contacting the Prosecutor’s Office on the next step. Mr. Burkett has not brought his violations into compliance with the court order. Trina D/Prosecutor’s Office is now filing with the court per our 7/9/08 meeting. A second letter needed to be sent due to an error in the first place.
