· Colene gave the zoning report in Dorothy’s absence. There were 4 new home permits issued this month.
Fire Dept.:

· Chief Barrett had a recommendation to hire 4 people for the fire department. Three of them have their 240 fire fighting certification, one has a medic card and another is a basic EMT.

· Ken gave the trustees a copy of the run report. He also reported on the training for the last month.
· We have also been flushing out the dirty water from the hydrants to be sure they are still operable.

· We participated in the “Touch a Truck” at the Library last Saturday as well as

· Along with the other two townships, we’ll be doing fire prevention training at the Elementary next Friday, October 4th.

· The Swiss Steak Dinner sponsored by the Fire Association will be on Saturday, October 9th.

· Our operations grant application for the fire gear, washer/dryer and fire simulation trailer has been modified. They have removed the trailer and left the others which usually means it will be awarded. We’re still in the running for the pumper truck.

· Do you have anything from Mr. Thorne’s office regarding the State Term Schedule? Colene stated the Prosecutor’s Office is still researching the purchase process regarding bidding.
Trustees:

Bill Pavlick: 

· I received a call from 3779 Station Road regarding the lot next to him. When we had ditch work done in 2004, his pipe had been destroyed. Through investigation, it was Medina Excavating that had done the work for the Sanitary Engineer’s waterline. The top third of the pipe is exposed. Sanitary will be working with him to fix it.
· There is a private runway on Spieth Road. We put delineators up to protect our roadway. The person who uses the runway was concerned about the delineators and if he lost power, he would hit them. A couple of the delineators were moved.

· 4050 Abbeyville Road – She will give the fire department two weeks to do their training on her old house before it is torn down. 

· I’ve been in correspondence with Frank Jaram who is a co-partner in the old school property. When it was originally purchased, the deed had the word “Company” left off. His attorney is working on getting this taken care of so we can get the easement completed.

· An elm tree fell on the power lines on the south side of 18 west of Station Road. They took it off the power line, but the pole is leaning at an almost 45° angle. It is Frontier’s pole so I’ve contacted them to take care of it.

· On the front of the Gazette a couple of days ago, there was a township that questioned being charged for 911 call service. Richard Corday has held a stop for it currently. That will continue to be a hot topic for a while.
Rick Monroe:

· We had Treemasters out to do some trimming last month. There were some issues with stumps being higher than anticipated. They fixed it and did trimming at Lester/SR18 so you can see the stop sign easier.
· I contacted the Co. Engineer regarding the water on Water Street. They will send a letter to us to take to the homeowner who has a concern.

· I’ve changed the ballast out in some lights. We have a bad photo cell on the flag pole since the lights stays on all the time so I’ll get it fixed.

· I picked up the accident report for the signage that needed repair at Beck and Stone Road so Bev can bill the person/insurance company.

· A couple of residents thanked us for lowering the speed limit on Wolff Road to 45 mph.

· I received a call from a Hastings Road resident regarding uneven sidewalks. I checked with the Co. Engineer and it was clarified that it is the residents’ responsibility.

· We have received a 12’ picnic table that looks really good. Ken Neumeyer will work on others during the winter.

· The Buckeye Area Ministry Association (all the churches within the Buckeye District) will be holding meetings on September 30th, October 7th and 14th regarding aging and various issues associated. The meetings will be at the York Methodist Church from 7:00 – 9:00.

Colene Conley:

· I’ve spoken with Dorothy regarding the newsletter. I’m working on it so we can get it out soon for the upcoming important dates. It will be short and sweet at this time. It will be dropped at the printer tomorrow.
· Greg Hannan from Medina City called me last week regarding a grant for the U.S. EPA Brownfields Assessment Grant. If the City applies alone, it would be up to $400,000. If they partner with adjacent townships, it could be as much as $1 million. The City would be the Coalition Leader and take care of the paperwork. It is a 3 year program from August 1, 2011 – July 30, 2014. There is no cost to us.

RESOLUTION #10-09-05 – Participate in Brownsfield Grant

Moved by Conley, second by Monroe to participate in the Brownsfield Grant with Medina City and surrounding townships as well as the Village of Chippewa Lake. Roll: Conley, yes; Monroe, yes; Pavlick, yes.

· We have two homes that need to be assessed to continue forward with tear down. When they are determined structurally uninhabitable, we would need to have a public hearing before having them torn down with the cost assessed to the homeowner’s taxes.

· I’ve spoken with Jason Brenner and received the two copies of the stormwater permit to go forward with the drainage once the name issue is taken care of for the easement from the old school property.
· The Historical Society got the old schoolhouse in the newspaper when some Career Center children were there on a field trip.

· I’ve prepared a letter for the Highway Engineer so Darrel can come survey our property.

· Mr. Adamsky brought in a letter of inquiry to extend the lawn mowing contract for another 3 years at the current annual cost of $14,140.00 and each park mowing of $80.00 per time. Rick would like to let others to have the opportunity to bid on it also.

· There will be a street light at Hamilton and Marks put up by Ohio Edison and paid for by Medina Township.

· I asked Bev to do a forecast of the fire fund to see what we have available for a new fire truck while Bill Thorne is researching the State Term Schedule. Do we want to have another meeting to discuss this? Bev gave an overview of the forecast so anyone that had questions could ask. The fire levy expires on the 2011 tax duplicate with the last collection in 2012. There was discussion regarding the “comfort” level of an ending balance.
