Regular Meeting

September 25, 2008


Chairman Rick Monroe called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. He led the pledge of allegiance. Present: Rick Monroe and Bill Pavlick. Absent: Colene Conley – funeral.
Moved by Pavlick, second by Monroe to approve the minutes of the August 28, 2008 regular meeting; September 4, 2008 and September 24, 2008 special meetings. Rick asked for the following corrections: August 28th – second to last comment under his report all Engineer Office staff members were pulled off township work, not every engineer in the state and under Norm Hinman’s report, I think he meant Sunde, not Valentine. Roll: Pavlick, yes; Monroe, yes.

Visitors:

· Mark Goffinett, County Auditor’s Office – Auditor Mike Kovack wants to remind residents of possible tax relief due to the recent storms.
· Richard Hill – asked about the roadside mowing and the amount of time spent. He was informed that we pay by the mile, not the hour. 

· Supt. Dennis Honkala of Buckeye Schools – gave an overview of the accomplishments of the district. We are now up to approximately 2,500 students, 850 of which are at the high school. We were Academically Excellent with Distinction for the 2007-2008 school year. We were one of the 76 schools in the state with that rating. We now have a smart board, projector, phone and computer in each classroom from K-12. We’ve had 5 National Merit Scholars in the last two years. We have a distance learning lab where students can take college courses for both high school and college credit. Our marching band will be playing in the Disney World parade this holiday season. We now have two regular choirs and two show choirs. Our pay to participate for athletics is $395 this year. We are in the second year of our strategic planning. We receive approximately $700,000 a year from the sales tax which can only be used for permanent improvement projects. Our priorities are technology, textbooks, purchasing cycle for buses and maintaining our facilities. We have a new scoreboard this year at the football field which was donated by Coca-Cola, Mom’s Club and Athletic Boosters. The fence was from the sales tax money. Operating funds are always in our plans. I don’t want to go back on the levy until we have the reasons of why we need the funds. There will be a time when we will need to go on the ballot. Over the past 4 years, we’ve saved over $8 million from the closing of Litchfield. Dennis was asked about rearranging the elementary schools so that possibly there was a primary and intermediate portion instead of the current arrangement. The State of the Schools meeting this year will be on Friday, October 17th from 8:00 – 10:00 at the Elementary School. Dennis Matson, a board member was also present and asked Mr. Honkala to tell us about the Progress Book where parents can go on the web to check out their child’s progress in each class. As a district, we are at approximately 55% usage. The majority of the use is from the junior high and high school level since the elementary kids still take home information in their backpacks. 
REPORTS:
Zoning:

· Dorothy commented that we dropped from 9 new homes last month to 3 this past month. 
· September 5th: went to a zoning inspector meeting and asked about the wood burning stoves and no one has any regulations yet. No one has worked on electronic signs either so we’ll be in on the ground floor. 

· Mary Jane Allen commented about the walnut tree limb hanging over the sign in front obstructing the view.

· 6108 Norwalk Road – Dave Pesorda has done major clean up and only one car left to license that belongs to his father. He is trying to get everything finished before going to court. He wants to come before the board to add something to his site review. 

· Spieth Road – Kubajec massage parlor problem. We are still going round and round. 

· Mr. Smetana’s car that had plates now has no plates so that will be going to the prosecutor’s office.

· Andrews – nothing done as of Monday, September 22nd the deadline. There was nothing done by the Vondereau’s either.

· Jim Snyder – will visit next week.

· 5481 Hamilton Road – put up a pool without a permit. It was to be 15’ from the house and was only 12’ so he’s putting up a deck to connect it all.

· McGreer’s brought in logs so need to check with them.

· Mr. Burkett is almost finished – needs a permit for his shed.
· The Erhman corn maze is not an agricultural use per Bill Thorne so they will be getting a letter for the 30 day notice to stop.

· Mr. Kanzeg has a truck to get rid of as well as equipment. He needs to come to amend his home occupation.

Trustees:

Bill Pavlick: 

· A resident from Emerald Woods talked to me about salt damage at his drive apron. There is damage from the salt, but it should have been sealed and was not. I explained to him we could not use taxpayer money to repair his driveway. Last week we found out at the county annual meeting, road salt will more than double this year and the county will only be salting hills, curves and intersections. 
· A resident on Branch Road put in a concrete driveway and wanted us to do some ditching work. The ditch drains properly. We also found out at the county meeting that ditching only needs to be done when it is a threat to the roadway, not for aesthetic purposes. We put in a cold patch at the end of the drive and he wasn’t happy with that since it stayed flexible. We had Grainger Asphalt remove the cold patch and put in a hot patch. We are going to be approximately $100,000 less this year in revenue so I don’t believe we should be paying for the finish portion of concrete drives. We also learned at the annual meeting that we are in the minority for townships paying for this portion.
Moved by Pavlick, second by Monroe that from this day forward, York Township will no longer pay to do the asphalt end of a driveway when someone concretes their driveway. Roll: Pavlick, yes; Monroe, yes.
· In the past, we have hired a contractor to go pick up dead animals or other miscellaneous items. Rick and I are willing to do this instead as we are available.

· Roadside mowing: I am checking on this everyday to review so it will look better than the first time around. Most of it has been right-of-way to right-of-way mowing and we are only paying for front and back of the ditch. They will not work on weekends and I asked that they don’t mow on a day that it pours down rain. We are seeing a big improvement.

Rick Monroe:

· The R/R crossing gates on Wolff Road are now up to DOT standards. The R/R came out and made the height adjustments.
· I spoke with Supt. Honkala regarding the recycling paper bins at the high school. The residents are able to use them.

· I got the EPA report from the old York School. There’s not much there that can’t be buried. The EPA came out when a complaint was made regarding the dust and then they ran a water hose while working.

· I keep receiving phone calls regarding the Ohio Edison transformer noise and not being able to sleep from a resident. I’ve spoke with Ohio Edison which is still running tests. No one else has complained about the noise. I’ve not heard the humming noise any time I’ve gone out there to check on it.
· Medina Co. Sanitary Engineer has sent letters to all the townships, villages and cities asking us to go together to try to get the best price possible for trash collection. Medina City and Wadsworth City are not interested since they have their own trash collection. The big catch is Brunswick City and their contract is up next year. Rick will call them to let them know we are interested. 

· The Central Processing Center is having a hazardous waste day where they will take the items on October 18th.

· I received a call on Monday after the storm and took down some tree limbs so they were out of the roadway.

· The Lester Road culvert project has requested a 45 day extension due to the building of the box culvert. There is a delay in getting the steel. HSH Construction is hoping to have the culvert completed by Thanksgiving. Dan Becker, Engineer’s Office stated we don’t have a choice in this since it is out of everyone’s control.

· I attended my public records training this week. It was for 3 hours and was very explanatory. Dorothy Crouch also attended. 
· Valley City Candidate’s night is October 15th.

· Please support the Erhart Firefighter’s Association swiss steak dinner on October 11th from 4:00 – 8:00.

· Halloween party is on Friday, October 31st from 6:00 – 8:00 here at the station.
Colene Conley:

· Colene’s report was given to Bev to insert as follows:

· Dura Mark: faxed copy of roads to be re-striped; all 3 trustees to recheck roads. I’ve prepared a list and forwarded to the contract that will begin at the end of September.

· During the storm, made two calls to Tom Croston with no return call. No one to help remove four areas of trees down in roadways. I contacted the fire department and John Creamer and Chief Barrett assisted.

· American Tree will be trimming several trees on Wolff and Branch Roads plus removing and cutting up trees downed from the storm.

· Received two calls from residents. One on Erhart Rd. couldn’t see to pull out of drive since roadside mowing had not started yet, which is usually started by Labor Day. Another resident on Stone Rd. disappointed that the township switched contractors. The residents aren’t mowing and neither is the township. Why did we switch?

· ODOT District 3 called on the repaving and adding turn lanes in front of Buckeye Schools. It is scheduled for the Fall 2010 or Spring of 2011. They will be replacing guardrails in areas – specifically across from Bauer Funeral Home on the west side with a new type.
· Received the engineered drawing for Wolff Rd. ditching and asked Croston Construction and Giese Excavating for estimates. Waiting for written estimates from both. Work to begin in the beginning of November.

· The township needs to look into purchase new signage. Thank you to the Echle family for six months of changing the sign. Armstrong Cable monies were earmarked for that purpose. Dorothy could change the advertising from within the office at her computer.

· Met with Kerry Illes Saturday, September 20th to review areas needed for expansion for the township at the complex for the trustees, fiscal officer and zoning inspector. He will talk to George Smerigan to review everything and create a sketch for the board to review.

· Need to set up time with Bev to fill out the grant application for the funding providing by the Department of Natural Resources for the park.

· Met with Prosecutor Thorne on options for issuing contracts to contractors if township would want to hire one for the majority of term of board members. I.E. a general contractor for mowing, ditching, culverts, graves and miscellaneous labor. Trustees need to make a decision to hire a contractor or an employee and purchase the necessary equipment to perform all functions and services required by the township.

· Does the township want to have October 31st in the fire station for Halloween?

· Bill asked that we add to her report that she authorized Charles Simon and Don Weiland to make roof repairs at the station.
