Special Meeting

       October 15, 2009

Chairman Colene Conley called the special meeting to order at 5:45 p.m. Present: Colene Conley, Rick Monroe, Bill Pavlick, Bev Fry, Dorothy Crouch and Mr. & Mrs. Don Dobson.
Don Dobson was present to discuss the park land proposal with a lake, sledding hill, parking lot and seeding. Don was talking about a 90’ x 150’ parking lot to accommodate 30 cars. Rick and Bill commented that we had doubled the parking lot size. Colene commented on being careful with what we were granted funds for and what we build must be the same. To double the lot, it would double the stone budget and not increase Don’s bill that much. The one catch drain would still work. There was discussion regarding the state replacing their culvert pipe on S.R. 252 and lowering their box and how that would affect our drainage for the parking lot. Don stated the larger parking lot would either cut into the playground area or picnic area. 

Colene asked about the topography of putting the picnic pavilion back where the sledding hill is located and the sledding hill up front with the sleds to go to the west. If that was the case, it would make the picnic area more private. With mulch and trees at the top of the sledding hill, it would prevent children from sledding toward the road and provide a buffer zone. By putting the sledding hill toward the road, it would increase the maintenance costs to keep it looking nice from spring thru the fall. Rick showed Don Dobson the Complex Plan that was put together by Oxbow Engineering.
George Smerigan, Oxbow Engineering arrived at 6:08 p.m.

Don Dobson presented his proposal to George Smerigan for review. The discussion regarding changing the sledding hill toward the road included the need to remove many of the trees that are already there and then have to plant new trees for a buffer. The sled hill proposed is 30’ high by 50’ long. 
George reviewed what is included in a pre-fab shelter. It includes all the materials to build it, but not the slab. George then asked what size of shelter was wanted. Various sizes were discussed and how many picnic tables were desired. There was also discussion regarding a restroom facility and whether it was part of the shelter or stand alone. The discussion leaned toward a separate facility like at some of the county parks that is a package deal. 
Colene read the quote from Don Dobson for the pond, base/level parking lot, drainage for lot and playground area, sledding hill and seeding for $24,500. Colene also informed George that since Don Dobson is a sole proprietor and it is under $25,000, we don’t have to bid the excavation work. There was discussion regarding a metal roof on the pavilion and it needing to be insulated because of the condensation that would then “rain” on whoever was under it when the dew was heavy. There was discussion regarding mowing the area before Don begins working and he stated it wasn’t necessary.
RESOLUTION #09-10-02 – Hire Don Dobson Excavating for Park Work
Moved by Monroe, second by Pavlick to hire Don Dobson to do the excavation work of the 1 acre pond, parking lot base/level, drainage for lot and playground area, sledding hill and seeding for $24,900. Don asked about the size of the parking lot and was the desire there to increase it from 30 spaces. If we made the lot 150’ x 150’, it would accommodate approximately 60 cars. It was decided to not add to the parking lot at this time and leave it at the original 90’ x 150’. Roll: Monroe, yes; Pavlick, yes; Conley, yes.

The township will purchase the stone - #2’s and #411’s. We will need approximately 250 ton of each. The stone just gets dumped on site for Don to work with when needed. Don will get the stormwater permit and Colene will fill out the zoning permit. 
Colene asked George for a rendering on the plan so we can put it up for the residents to see on a sign. George will work up something for us.

Bev asked about approving the time off policy for the insurance company. Colene talked with the Prosecutor’s Office and they want it for review before we approve it. Colene asked Bev to e-mail it to the Prosecutor’s Office. Bev will let the insurance company know that it is at the Prosecutor’s Office.
