Regular Meeting

October 28, 2010


Chairman Bill Pavlick called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. He led the pledge of allegiance.  

RESOLUTION #10-10-01 – Approve Minutes
Moved by Conley, second by Monroe to approve the minutes of the September 23, 2010 regular meeting. Roll: Conley, yes; Monroe, yes; Pavlick, yes.

Visitors:

· Pat Rakoci was present for the trustees to sign off on the Shale Creek Phase 4 Plat that was approved and to speak about the trees for Phase 3 of Shale Creek. Pat gave a recap of what was originally approved, but the trees in Phase 2 have turned out so nice that we’d like to use them again. The trustees also signed the plat.
RESOLUTION #10-10-02 – Approve Red Sunset Red Maple Trees in Shale Creek

Moved by Conley, second Monroe by to stay with the Red Sunset Red Maple Trees in Shale Creek. Roll: Conley, yes; Monroe, yes; Pavlick, yes.

· John Burke, Medina Co. Treasurer was here to speak about the Boy Scouts. This year is the 100 year anniversary. There are 3 troops and 3 cub pacs within the Buckeye School District. John gave a brief history overview of Scouting. John and Scout Matt Burke presented the trustees with a plaque for a Certificate of Recognition to celebrate the 100 years of Scouting.

· Terry Hart from Valley City was present to talk about a project he and his wife started of locating the Revolutionary War Veterans in Medina County. There are 46 Revolutionary War Veterans in Medina County. There is one in Mallet Creek Cemetery with no headstone. There were 12 without a headstone in the County. They are now working on getting headstones for each of them. He is working with the Veteran’s Office to obtain them free. He would like approval from the Trustees to get the headstone installed. Ezrah Brown was our Veteran. The trustees gave him approval to get the headstone and he’ll be in touch with Dorothy. It takes 2 – 4 months to obtain the headstone. 
· Bob Steingass came to show pictures of tumbleweeds on their property. They were blowing across the yard and piling up to look like a fog. Some thought they were the tops of ornamental grasses. This started about 3 weeks ago, but after the wind storm on Tuesday, it looked like a huge fog up to a couple of feet deep. Dave Hull is worried about his neighbor’s pond that is covered by about a third of the stuff. Bob spoke with Mike Miller at the Extension Office today who couldn’t identify it for sure, but it looked like it was in the grass family. There is a 100 acre field across the road which is just full of this stuff. Mr. Steingass would like to have the farmer turn over the field and give assistance in the clean up. Colene called Tim Fuller who stated he would turn it over. Dave called Soil & Water which stated there wasn’t anything they could do for them. At this point, Bob and Dave would like to see it stopped and welcome any ideas. 
REPORTS:
Zoning: 
· Sure Energy from Sandusky is working with Barco Greenhouse to install a 100k W wind turbine on their property at 6650 Branch Road. Dorothy spoke with Bill Thorne and since they are agricultural exempt, there are no permits they need to fill out. It is estimated to eliminate 73% of their annual energy load.
· The Zoning Code Recodification was given to the trustees as approved by the Zoning Commission. It incorporates all of the amendments that have been approved since the book was revised in 2005.
RESOLUTION #10-10-03 – Adopt Recodification of the Zoning Code

Moved by Conley, second by Monroe to adopt the recodification of the October 28, 2010 Zoning Code. Roll: Conley, yes; Monroe, yes; Pavlick, yes.

· Colene and I have another site visit to the Dresslers two weeks ago. Bill Pavlick also helped with the site visit. Ken Barrett stated they had moved the electric fence behind the fire hydrant, but it still needs to be checked to see if it is in the road of right-of-way.
· Dorothy has called Albright Security to come check the lock system since some of the phobs are having issues.
· There was also discussion regarding the sewer line being installed along Shale Creek on Abbeyville.

Fire Department:
· Chief Ken Barrett gave a copy of last month’s run report to the trustees. He pointed out the new line for Good Intention Calls on the report.
· The department did use the old house on Abbeyville Road for training before it was demolished. There were all types of training we were able to do. There were 15 people there for training and it was demolished the next day.
· Dr. Levine from the Hospital did a training session last month regarding strokes. 

· Next month there will be a class on November 8th for extrication from 6 – 10 p.m.

· CPR training will be done next month for our members that need it. John Creamer is coordinating doing the training for the Buckeye 10th graders. Mary Ann Forester worked with Akron General Hospital in the past. She was our contact for the CPR paperwork. She has moved out of state and we’ve had problems. Ed Szoke, a new member on the department, will be our contact for the paperwork now. He works at Southwest General.

· Last month we served over 800 dinners at the swiss steak dinner.

· We also had fire prevention training/education for the K-6 students. Patches and Smokey the Bear were there for the 2nd graders.

· We participated in the Homecoming Parade and bonfire.

· I attended the blue coats organization chapter meeting. They work with families of firefighters or policeman who have lost their lives. 

· The Halloween party is 6 – 8 on Sunday evening.

· Jacob Eckberg contacted me to resign from the department since he’s had to move back home to the Pittsburgh area due to the death of his mother.

RESOLUTION #10-10-04 – Accept the Resignation of Jacob Eckberg

Moved by Conley, second by Monroe to accept the resignation of Jacob Eckberg. Roll Conley, yes; Monroe, yes; Pavlick, yes.

Trustees:
Bill Pavlick:

· I’ve rode all of the township roads for a review of a need for a third roadside mowing. The three of us are in agreement that a third mowing is not necessary.
· Once the letters went out to the residents about the electric aggregation, I received several calls questioning them.

· Colene and I have been working together to get the easement with the old School’s property owner so we can move forward with our drainage work. It is almost complete.

· I had Gene Schaeffer from Schaeffer Plumbing come to repair the leaking faucets in the bathrooms at the fire station. He replaced them. The faucets have been improved so it will not be as easy for someone to push the handle too far to break them.

· As Dorothy stated, we were at the Dressler property. There were several new issues since his last citation.

· Colene and I have looked at different tops for the podium. We went to Justice & Co. and picked up some granite samples.

· I called the Madiac’s the following week of training to thank them again for allowing us to use their old house.

Colene Conley:

· We worked with Mr. Huttinger regarding the new cabinetry. We’ve looked at corian, laminate and granite. There are 5 samples over at the fire station. For $4,432.84, the Justice & Co. from Brunswick will install the countertops on the podium and cabinet with a backsplash on the cabinet. It would be installed in 3 sections.  
RESOLUTION #10-10-05 – Purchase Granite Countertop for Station Meeting Room

Moved by Conley, second by Pavlick to purchase the granite countertop from Justice & Co. for $4,432.84. Roll: Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes; Monroe, yes.
· I’ve spoken with Bill Thorne regarding the lease purchase of the engine. That too is in with the confusion of the State Coop Program. Another prosecutor in the office is researching the issue. 

· I’ve contacted several departments regarding the house on Marks Road and the curve of Norwalk Road regarding tearing them down. The Building Department has already checked the two homes. This process takes some time – Sharon Township has been working for over a year already and not complete yet.

· The Sanitary Engineer sent letters earlier this year to Branch and Bachtell Roads regarding a waterline. They didn’t receive enough of the responses to move forward yet. I’ll be checking with Chris Jakab in another week to see about sending another letter to those who didn’t respond to try again. A waterline would help their insurance rates as well as other items.

· Fred Boreman came today and plotted another gravesite. 

· I was asked about closing Wolff Road for a clambake/block party. I checked with the Co. Prosecutor and was told that closing a major road was for a community event, example of the Memorial Day Parade. To close for a block party, the Board would have to assess. The discussion centered on safety concerns and it was thought that it would not be a good idea.

· I’ve asked Greg Dobson about the size of drive pipe needed if we decide to do the ditch enclosure on Wolff Road by Pioneer Way and Hunter’s Trail. Greg will work something up and get it back to us.

· How about setting the employee Christmas party? It will be Friday, December 17th at 6:30 p.m. 
· I want to thank Dorothy for picking up the messages while she’s been recuperating.
· I also want to thank everyone that will be working at the Halloween party.

· We received a letter from Anthony Vannello on Emerald Run regarding the intersection lighting. In order for Ohio Edison to put up a pole and provide power, it would be very cost prohibitive. I’ve spoken with Lorain Rural Electric and it would be $100 plus $7/month.

· If the Co. Engineer’s Office is working on Friday after Thanksgiving, would we like to ride the roads then? Rick will be working then. Bill wasn’t sure he would be able to get that day off either. 

· We’ve received a call from Mrs. Calame from the Buckeye Youth League. She asked if the township could help them purchase some land for baseball fields and a football field. There are two grants available that would be able to be used for something like this. Are we interested in looking at what, if anything could be done? The Youth League is in need of baseball fields. There is some interest in getting together to see what kind of ideas could be generated.
Rick Monroe:

· Andy Conrad from the Engineer’s Office called today and stated that Ryan Homes sold the last model home. He wanted our opinion on a vertical cut into the curb or going back further about 3’ so the curb and road are one. If only a curb is put in, it will be too easy to be hit and ruined by the snowplow. It would be paid by the developer and the trustees were in agreement to cut back 3’ on the road and make the curb and road all in one. 
· I asked the Engineer’s about the water in the ditches on Water Street. I asked them to look at it again and write a letter for us to give to the concerned homeowner. There may be some other issues created by swales so they are doing some investigations as to whether there have been any modifications made to any swales.

· I’ve spoken with Ohio Edison and was told Emerald Run is not their jurisdiction. They referred me to LMRE. Since we put up lights at Stone/Erhart and Branch/Erhart, I’ve asked Mike Pope in Litchfield if they would put up the light at Emerald Run.

· Ohio Edison came out to look at options available for parking lot lights by the park. There was a 250 watt at a cost of $16.75/mo. and $21.19/mo. for a 400 watt light. 

RESOLUTION #10-10-06 – Install Parking Lot Light

Moved by Monroe, second by Conley to put in a 400 watt light at the parking lot between the park and station. Roll: Monroe, yes; Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes.
· The cost to remove the guide wires from the pole between the two parking lots is $1,183.81 by Ohio Edison.

RESOLUTION #10-10-07 – Ohio Edison to Remove the Guide Wire on the Pole

Moved by Monroe, second by Conley to have Ohio Edison remove the guide wires together on the light pole between the station $1,183.81. Roll: Monroe, yes; Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes.
· I would like for us to remove the park closed signs since everyone seems to be using the playground area. It was agreed by all to take them down.

· I received at least 4 calls on the electric fence on Spieth Road with the fire hydrant behind the hydrant. Ken Barrett called him to take care of it.

· I adjusted the weather stripping on the Town Hall doors so the gap is closed.

· The Central Processing Center had their clean up day on October 16th. They had a traffic jam with people trying to get in because of soccer games across the road.

· Lodi Hospital is having their Dispatch Health Fair tomorrow and Saturday from 7 – 10 p.m. They are doing several different testings which are free.

Colene Conley cont’d:

· Pavement Technology in Westlake – would be nice to bring him out to look at a couple of our roads. He will give us a list of roads that he’s done for us to review. The process is $10,000 per mile and will normally give you another 3 years of life.
