Regular Meeting

November 18, 2010


Chairman Bill Pavlick called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  He led the pledge of allegiance.   

RESOLUTION #10-11-01 – Approve Minutes
Moved by Conley, second by Monroe to approve the minutes of the October 28, 2010 regular meeting. Roll: Conley, yes; Monroe, yes; Pavlick, yes.
Visitors:

· Audrey Calame presented a proposal for a baseball/softball complex. Audrey is the President of the Valley City Charter of the Buckeye Baseball & Softball Youth League. The Buckeye League is made up of two charters with Litchfield being the other charter. We would like to ask York Township for their assistance in obtaining and building a baseball/softball complex through grants, donated or purchased land and any other financial assistance that can be provided by York Township. The majority of the members are from the Buckeye School District with approximately 70% of the members residing in York Township. Colene asked for a copy of the original charter of Litchfield and Valley City. Audrey left a copy of the Valley City Chapter with the trustees. Currently, they use the HS’s softball field and various fields for baseball – 5 in total. All of the adult leagues go to Brunswick or Strongsville. The trustees will meet with the Valley City Charter at a future date. Colene will speak with Tom James from the Park District and the Valley City Charter will get together additional information. (Item A)
· Keith Crumley, Crumley’s Brush Co., was present to discuss R/R safety enhancements. The R/R Safety Task Force contacted him with Station Road being on the “hit” list for problem crossings. The homeowner (Andy Kavc) in the SW quadrant is not excited about having his trees removed. The R/R bed is a problem also as well as the angle of the crossing. The Task Force feels there are sight distance issues with the crossing. The majority of the clearing is on the homeowner property. The Task Force wants approximately 650’ of clearance at non-gated crossings. As a last resort, it could be possible to have the homeowner sign a paper assuming the liability if anything happens. It takes a few months to get the approval from the state for reimbursement up to a maximum of $5,000.00. Keith guarantees that what he sprays will not come back. He gave the trustees the proposal that needs to be attached to the application for reimbursement. Colene is going to contact Andy to see if he would like to be the York Township representative on the Medina Co. Safety Task Force.
· Rich Calabrese from Emerald Woods came to ask about a street light at their entrance off Erhart Road. Ohio Edison had declined putting up a light since it was not in their jurisdiction. Rick Monroe stated that he had asked Litchfield Township if they would put up a street light. They declined so Rick will be contacting LMRE to see about getting a street light installed at the intersection. 
REPORTS: 
Zoning:

· Colene reported that Dorothy checked on several areas of questionable violations. 
Fire Department:

· Ken was not present due to his work schedule.

· Colene reported that she and Ken Barrett attended a meeting on Dec. 2nd in Medina City regarding a joint meeting with Medina City and Montville Township to discuss a possible joint fire district.

· Bill reported that Buckeye had their book fair and the fire prevention team was present there with Patches and Smokey the Bear. It was well received.

Trustees:

Colene Conley:

· The easement has been completed for our drainage work. Dorothy will pick it up tomorrow.
· I received a call from a Station Road resident who was complaining about the smell of smoke keeping her awake all night. She thought it was from a neighbor with an outdoor wood burning furnace, but the neighbor she thought had it didn’t. She asked for regulations to be enacted. There are no EPA regulations or from the state so all we can do is regulate the set back and sidelines. 
· We will be having a joint meeting with the Zoning Commission on Dec. 2nd at 7:00 p.m. Pat Rakoci and George Smerigan will be present to discuss the road and cul de sac off Spieth Road. 
· I received a letter from Frank Harmon regarding insurance and those of us with older children living with us that are 26 or 27 can be added back on the policy.

· Andy Conrad would like to know which roads we would like the road limit signs on. We need signs on Wolff Road, Stone Road, short Hamilton into Abbeyville Heights, Lester Road and Spieth. If there are other roads, please get them to me.
· We received a call regarding a fire that was started and then the person went into the house. The report was given to the Chief Ken Barrett.

· Mike Miller responded about the “tumbleweed” from the field at the intersection of Spieth and Columbia Roads and there was nothing we as a township could do. The homeowner has mowed it. 

· I’ve called the Old Schoolhouse Catering to order the same food for the Christmas party as last year.

· I’ve spoke with Norton to get an idea of who to speak with regarding a new phone system. I will also get an idea from George Smerigan.

Rick Monroe:

· I met Paul Burke from Anderson Recreational Design for a final walk through of the playground area last Friday. We looked at the spec sheet and all of the equipment. Everything was good so I gave him the final check for the project.
· As stated earlier, I will pursue the light at Emerald Woods.
· I’ve had a couple of residents ask about turning the lights on at the pavilion. Someone did get into the panel and left with the lights on. I’ve locked the panel and gave keys to the other trustees.

· Parking lot light work order is #721036136. They won’t do anything until we sign off on the paperwork. 
· We started the process to take down a house on Norwalk Road by sending the first of three letters. The owner has taken down the house.

· I called Bill Thorne this morning regarding the State Term Schedule. He has looked at this and we are good to go. He will be sending a letter to us for our records so we are covered.

· On November 24th, the Buckeye Area Ministries will be meeting at 7:30 at St. Martin’s.

Bill Pavlick:

· I met with Justice & Co. two weeks ago for the installation of the table top and countertop. They had to come back to fix the seam. The top needs to be sealed on a yearly basis. 
· Verizon installed the phone pole on S.R. 18 between Beck and Station on the south side of the road.

· I’ve spoken with Bill Viovode regarding the road salt. The price went up about $3.00/ton. They have us down for 730 tons. If we need additional salt, we should speak with him. There is not a shortage at this time.

· We also need to look into trash cans for the park area so we don’t have garbage all over. We’ll also need to discuss maintenance of the park/playground area.

Valley City Charter

November 18, 2010

OUR PROPOSAL


The Valley City Charter of the Buckeye Baseball &Softball Youth League is proposing that York Township assist our organization in the creation of a complex of baseball and softball fields. We are requesting assistance to finance this project through grants, donated or purchased land on which to build this complex, or any other funds available, land to build this complex, and any additional financial assistance that can be provided by York Township.

WHO WE ARE

The Buckeye Baseball & Softball Youth League is a non-profit organization that has been in existence for over 50 years. The Youth League is currently operated under two different Charters; the Litchfield Charter and the Valley City Charter. The Youth League provides the facilities, administration and leadership for the baseball and softball teams for boys and girls in the community. The participants range in age from three to eighteen, and the Youth League averages between thirty to thirty-five teams per year. The majority of the members of the Youth League attend Buckeye Local School District, with over 70% of the members residing in York Township.

Our organization does not receive any support or funding from any other agency or organization. This necessitates that the Youth League rely solely on registration fees, sponsors, and fund raising events to pay for the operation and maintenance of the league and its fields.

BENEFITS FOR THE YOUTH LEAGUE

The Valley City Charter of the Youth League does not own any of the facilities which are used for playing league games. The two-field facility that is utilized by the Youth League is owned by a private citizen of the community. Not only are these two fields inadequate to host all the Youth League games, but the field dimensions are not within the length regulations for the older teams. This requires the majority of the games to be played at other local fields which equates to higher maintenance costs for the Youth League.

A baseball/softball complex in York Township would allow the Youth League to have a centralized location for teams of any age. This would be very beneficial for families with children on different teams, enabling them to attend multiple games at the same location. Coaches would benefit as well since some of these parents coach more than one team and would not be required to travel between locations. A centralized complex would also give the Youth League an opportunity to host tournaments, All-Star games and other multiple- game events which would make the Youth League more financially self-sufficient.

BENEFITS FOR THE COMMUNITY

The York Township area does not currently possess any ball fields available for use by the community. In addition to being the home fields for the Valley City Charter of the Youth League, the community would have access to these fields when not in use by the Youth League. This would also give an opportunity for the community to start recreational baseball and softball leagues for youths and adults.

OUR INTENTIONS
The Buckeye Baseball &Softball Youth League would be an integral part in the maintenance and management of the baseball/softball complex. We also intend to provide some amount of financial support. The Youth League would like to further discuss this proposal for a baseball/softball complex with the details of our maintenance, management and financial plans with the Township Trustees at a separate meeting.

On behalf of the Buckeye Baseball &Softball Youth League, its coaches, players, parents and fans, we thank you for the opportunity to present this proposal to you and your consideration of our request.
