Regular Meeting

November 20, 2008


Chairman Rick Monroe called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  He led the pledge of allegiance.   

Moved by Conley, second by Pavlick to approve the minutes of the October 23, 2008 regular meeting and October 30, 2008 and November 3, 2008 special meetings. Rick had the following change on the October 23rd meeting under Bill’s reports – it should have read Emerald Woods not Pioneer Way. Roll: Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes; Monroe, yes.
Visitors:

· Gary Norchia, Soil and Water – representing the Balanced Growth Initiative Program. Gary commented about the questions the township had that made them withdraw and the packet put together for them. Gary wanted to reinforce the fact that by supporting it, there would be no change in property owner’s rights or, if it gets approved by the state and the township is a part of it and something happens in the future that the township does not like, they would be free to withdraw with no penalties. They would like to know if we are again interested in supporting the program now that additional information had been passed on to the trustees. Colene commented about the Farm Bureau not supporting it because of no public hearings being held. Gary explained they went to each township to explain it. Gary briefly reviewed the point system for the special incentives. One of the sticking points was the riparian setback which will not affect agricultural areas. They need 75% of the support of the townships before it can go to the state and currently do not have that. The whole idea behind it was to preserve rural watersheds.

Moved by Conley, second by to support the Upper West Branch of the Rocky River Balanced Growth Initiative to submit it to the State of Ohio for the incentives in the Balanced Growth Program. The motion died for lack of a second.

· Mark Goffinet, Medina Co. Auditor’s Office – Mike is asking all the townships to keep Sue Hambley’s family in their thoughts and prayers.
REPORTS:

Zoning:

· Dorothy commented there were 5 house permits issued since last month.

· I spent 3 hours at the Prosecutor’s Office on Monday reviewing issues that are ready for court. One of them is the Burkett property. 

· Dave Hull attended the zoning inspector’s meeting this month since I was out of town and found it interesting since they discussed electronic signs.

· Dave Pesorda has signed his agreement with the prosecutor’s office so he won’t be going to court and is taken care of.

· I’ve contact the realty companies that have put up directional signs placed around.

· The Shale Creek preliminary plan extension has been sent in.

· There is an issue with the cemetery that needs to be addressed before we can go farther. Dorothy showed a copy of the map with the numbering system. Fred is suggesting changing the numbering system and needs to know how the trustees would like to go before he can do the mylar. The trustees asked for Dorothy’s input since she works with it. It was agreed to continue on with 9, 10, 11, etc. There was another question regarding which way the stones would be facing and it was agreed to have them facing the drives. 
Fire Department:

· Rick Monroe read the review of trainings performed during the last month since Chief Barrett was at work.
· Some of the grant equipment is starting to arrive.

· Ken also wanted to thank everyone for their help at the Halloween party.

· Ken also has sent a copy of our denial grant to the grant company for their review. 

· The department also did CPR training at Mrs. Cullin’s health classes.

Trustees:

Colene Conley:

· We need to close Wolff Road next week for the ditch enclosure.
Moved by Conley, second by Pavlick to close Wolff Road on Tuesday, 11/25 and Wednesday, 11/26 for the ditch enclosure. Roll: Conley, yes; Pavlick, yes; Monroe, yes.

· Mr. Giese will not replace the culvert pipe under the road at this time since the asphalt plants are closed. When he comes back to re-seed in the spring, he’ll replace the pipe.

· The two holes have been fixed on Spieth Road.

· The Methodist Church has offered us dirt if we need it.

· Do we want to set a special meeting to review the truck pricing we have?

· Kerry Illes brought in the plans for the building addition. He estimated the cost at $73,000 for a 40’ x 21’ addition.
· Tom James, Park District, stopped in and was going to walk the property. Don Dobson chose a spot for a lake. Once Mr. James has walked the property, we can get together for a meeting. 

· We had a good township association meeting at Mike Kovack’s office reviewing our budgets. We should stay about the same on the revenue side.

· On the corner of Pioneer’s Way across from Hunter’s Trail, the Co. Engineer’s Office is doing a profile since we’re having an issue again.

· Eddie/Georgeann Echle did the sign after their daughter’s stopped. We will get them a gift card to Longhorn as a thank you.

· Tomorrow, Barb Beach and I will be taped for the local government channel.

Bill Pavlick:

· At the association meeting, the auditor’s office informed us of the anticipated increase in foreclosures. Property owners finding themselves in trouble should contact the auditor’s office.
· The owner of the old York School property has now stated he has no interest in developing the land and wants to know if we or the Park District are interested.

· Bill got prices on the Colorado and Ranger trucks. 

· We had a special meeting on October 30th with Tom Croston to discuss snow plowing. We decided we would not salt all of the concrete roads, only the intersections. We will however salt the asphalt roads as usual for now. We’ll address it later in the season if needed.
Rick Monroe:
· The Lester Road culvert project is moving along. We were hoping to salvage some of the bridge stones. At first HSH didn’t think they would be able to, but after one was broke loose, the rest came out. We have 20 – 25 on the property next to the station. Items to be completed next spring will be the seeding and possibly the final asphalt course. Dan Becker has been very helpful and has kept us very informed.

· I’ve received phone calls from Wolff Road residents that would like deer crossing signs due to the increased deer. I explained the rough cost per sign and that we could put them on all the roads. After the explanation, the residents agreed that we didn’t need to put up the signs.

· I attended a meeting on the Conservative Conservation Program to protect waterways. It is to enhance wildlife also. The state will pay some for protecting waterways. Anyone with a waterway through their property is eligible.
· I’ve received a couple of calls on a culvert they felt is deteriorating. Dan Becker and I investigated it. The good part is that it is over 10’ so it is the county’s responsibility. In the area, there is approximately 100’ on the west side where the ditch needs work.

· Another resident on Hastings is complaining about the electric substation noise. Paul Severn is going to locate additional equipment to test noise. All three trustees have investigated the noise and none have heard the noise. 

· There are a couple of road signs missing again. The Wolff and Lester signs are missing again as well as an intersection ahead sign. I’ll have the county make the signs for us.

· I will get a battery for the exit sign that was the only issue commented on the fire inspection report for the complex.

· What are we doing with Wolff Road? Colene commented she received an e-mail from Andy Conrad stating they weren’t happy with the area that was repaved. It is not right yet, but Andy stated we should release the funds due them. The County will assist the township in this area for the overlay next spring prior to the paving of Wolff Road. There is a section of the curbing by the Library that was to be cut back which wasn’t done. Rick said he was there when they did cut the curb so it must not have been done far enough. Instead of one dip, we now have two. The trustees don’t want to pay for something that isn’t completed correctly. Rick would like clarification of what the Engineer’s assistance would involve. Bev is to contact Fechko’s attorney to let her know payment would not be made until after a meeting with the Prosecutor and Engineer’s Office.
· We need to set up a meeting to discuss a truck purchase and Lester Road as well for the Wolff Road project. 
· Mr. Howell from HSH Construction arrived at 7:50 p.m. and gave an update on the Lester Road culvert project. Other than taking twice as long as anticipated to removed the old concrete culvert, it has been going well. Depending on the weather, we’re getting close to opening the road.
· Next month’s meeting is on the 30th at 6:30 p.m.
Comments/Concerns:

· Dave Hull asked about the trees in the landscape plan at Shale Creek. Originally they were to be put in this fall and haven’t seen them yet.

· Dorothy stated that Chidsey’s on Smith Road has been doing things at night that he shouldn’t be. Dorothy stated she will send a summary of all his hearings 
· Dave Hull stated he attended the zoning inspector meeting for Dorothy this month which was on animated signs. There is something in the ORC regarding length of time for a message to be visible. We’ll be having a hearing next month on animated signs so it was appropriate for me to attend.
