· Pat Rakoci was present for a modification of the preliminary plan for Shale Creek, Phase 4. There were a couple of changes and a mistake that needs to fixed which is 65:115 instead of 76:115. These lots a little bigger than the others. The changes are changing one set of lots from envelope lots to single family lots and the loss of one lot due to other changes. The whole development was proposed at 321 lots and is now at 320. Once the corrections are made, the trustees will approve it.

Bill Pavlick:

· We attended a meeting regarding electric aggregation that the County Commissioner’s held. It would need to go on the ballot. There would be a savings to residential owners and commercial owners. There would be a one-time grant of $30 per resident that would be shared between the township and Commissioners. The Commissioners would like to be on the May 4th ballot. Buckeye Energy has saved the Commissioners $500,000 over two years on their buildings.
RESOLUTION #09-12-03 – Electric Aggregation Program
RESOLUTION SUPPORTING THE EFFORTS OF THE BOARD OF MEDINA 
COUNTY COMMISSIONERS TO EFFECT A GOVERNMENTAL 
ELETRICITY AGGREGATION PROGRAM FOR YORK TOWNSHIP AND 
OTHER UNINCORPORATED AREAS OF THE COUNTY

Moved by Pavlick, second by Monroe to approve the following resolution:

WHEREAS, The Ohio Legislature enacted deregulation legislation Am. Sub. Senate Bill No. 3 in 2000 which authorized the legislative authorities of municipal corporations, townships and counties to aggregate the retail electrical loads located in the respective jurisdictions and to enter into service agreements to facilitate for those loads the purchase and sale of electricity; and

WHEREAS, Such legislative authorities may exercise such authority jointly with any other legislative authorities; and

WHEREAS, Governmental aggregation provides an opportunity for residential and small business customers collectively to participate in the potential benefits of electricity deregulation through lower electric rates than they would otherwise not be able to obtain individually; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Medina County Commissioners are engaged in the development of a governmental aggregation program, if fiscally y practical, with opt-out provisions pursuant to Section 4928.20, Ohio Revised Code, for the residents, businesses, and other electric consumers in selected unincorporated areas of Medina County and in conjunction with any other municipal corporation, township, county or other political subdivision of the State of Ohio, as permitted by law.

NOW THERFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT,

SECTION 1: The Board of Trustees of York Township do hereby support the efforts of the Board of Medina County Commissioners to submit a ballot question before township electors at some appropriate time, authorizing the county to aggregate the retail electric loads currently being served by FirstEnergy and located with York Township.

SECTION 2: Upon the approval of a majority of the electors in York Township, this Board of Trustees further supports development of a governmental electricity aggregation program for York Township which notifies each consumer about the specifics of the program and gives each consumer the chance to opt out before being considered part of the local government aggregate buying pool and which also gives each consumer an opportunity to opt-out on a regular basis thereafter without paying a switching fee.

SECTION 3: This Board of Trustees hereby supports the formation of a Countywide Task Force composed of representatives from each interested township to assist the Board of County Commissioners in the planning and development of a governmental electricity aggregation program for the selected unincorporated areas of the county and other interested government jurisdictions. Said Task Force should be considered a public body under the Ohio Sunshine Law and comply with all Open Meeting provisions of the Ohio Revised Code.

Discussion: This gives the residents an option and would be able to opt out if they don’t want to participate.

· Bill Thorne, Asst. Co. Prosecutor said we can move forward with looking into a single trash hauler for the township. He will work up a proposal before we move forward.

· The box culvert on Station Road was replaced and able to be asphalted. 

· I received information regarding the internet site. I spoke with Olmsted Township who uses a company. I’ve spoken with the person who does it and they are able to input things themselves. What are the thoughts?

· We haven’t awarded the contract to Clifford Construction. We’ll meet with Chip Klinkenberg from Illes Architects at 7:30 next Thursday.

· We received from one of our residents, Paula Wojzisz, who had a daughter that was born with a congenital heart disease. She has asked us to pass a resolution to proclaim February 7-14, 2009 Congenital Heart Defect Awareness Week. The goal is to have all 50 states pass this resolution.

RESOLUTION #09-12-05 – Congenital Heart Defect Awareness Week
Moved by Conley, second by Pavlick to approve the following resolution:

WHEREAS, Congenital Heart Defects are the most frequently occurring birth defect and the leading cause of birth defect related deaths worldwide; and

WHEREAS, Over a million families across America are facing the challenges and hardships of raising children with Congenital Heart Defects; and

WHEREAS, Every year 40,000 babies are born in the United States with Congenital Heart Defects; and

WHEREAS, Some Congenital Heart Defects are not diagnosed until months or years after birth; and

WHEREAS, Undiagnosed Congenital Heart conditions cause many cases of sudden cardiac death in young athletes; and 

WHEREAS, Despite these statistics, newborns and young athletes are not routinely screened for Congenital Heart Defects; and

WHEREAS, A disproportionately small amount of funding is available for Congenital Heart Defect research and support; and

WHEREAS, Congenital Heart Defect Awareness Week provides an opportunity for families whose lives have been affected to celebrate life and to remember loved ones lost, to honor dedicated health professionals, and to meet others and know they are not alone; and

WHEREAS, The establishment of Congenital Heart Defect Awareness Week will also provide the opportunity to share experience and information with the public and the media, in order to raise public awareness about Congenital Heart Defects; 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by York Township, that the Assembly proclaims February 7-14, 2010, to be Congenital Heart Defect Awareness Week and encourages all citizens to increase awareness, education, and services for Congenital Heart Defects which each year affect thousands of babies in Ohio; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Fiscal Officer of the Assembly shall transmit copies of this resolution to the author for appropriate distribution.

· At the County Township’s December meeting, the Grassroots Award was given to Bill Thorne.
· Frank Harmon wants to come speak with us regarding the health insurance. He will be at the January 7th meeting.

Rick Monroe: 

· Columbia Gas did finish the gas line. Mark Shaffer was very professional and did a great job for us. They red tagged the generator so the contractor that installed it would come start it up.
· Erhart Road between Stone and Branch – we’re losing the berm at the recently replaced culvert. I spoke with Mike Pope, Litchfield Trustee since it’s their maintenance. Litchfield will take care of it. I will talk to Fred Boreman about the agreement to be updated.

· S.R. 18 and Erhart Road – SE corner has a washout and I’ve notified ODOT a couple of times.

· I received a call from a resident in Emerald Woods who had a 100# raccoon that he couldn’t move. I went out to speak with him because I couldn’t find it. It was a normal sized raccoon and that we don’t go out for small animals like that. 

· On December 19th, we had three stop signs that were ran over and down – S.R. 57 and Station; Wolff Road/Station Road and Wolff Road/Lester Road. I notified ODOT and the County regarding the down signs and then notified the sheriff’s department and state patrol. There were several mailboxes taken down on Station Road between S.R. 18 and S.R. 57. The state patrol filed a report.

· Our weather siren here is giving us problems again. It’s in the power wiring so Ron Pfaff is looking into it for us.

· The fire association met on Monday and talked about fundraisers. One of the ideas was brick pavers and that they would look nice around the new pavilion in the park area.

WHEREAS, York Township Board of Trustees has agreed to offer cash in lieu of a benefits plan as set forth in Ohio Revised Code §505.603 through a cafeteria plan that meets the requirements of §125 of the “Internal Revenue Code of 1986”, and;

WHEREAS, York Township Board of Trustees will reimburse those who are not eligible, or who pay for other insurance up to $100 per month per family unit and $50 per month per single unit, providing it is for the same type of coverage, and;

WHEREAS, such cash payment in lieu of benefits will only be paid pursuant to this plan if the elected official signs a statement affirming that the elected official is covered under another health insurance or health care policy, contract or plan, and;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the York Township Board of Trustees hereby adopts a cafeteria plan that meets the requirements of §125 of the Internal Revenue Code and authorizes any qualifying elected official a cash payment in lieu of a benefits plan as set forth in the Ohio Revised Code §505.603, and 

FURTHER, BE IT RESOLVED that the qualifying elected official shall sign a statement affirming coverage under another health insurance or health care policy, contract or plan to receive either $100 per month per family unit or $50 per month per single unit, providing it is for the same type of coverage.

Run Response:

This month’s runs included 3 fire calls, 22 emergency calls, 2 service calls and one false call. The year-to-date run report included 20 fire calls, 188 rescue calls, 4 hazardous condition calls, 11 service calls, 20 good intent calls, 17 false calls and 1 severe weather call for a total of 261 calls vs. 262 calls in 2008.

Training:

Monday night trainings included: Patient Assessment with Dr. Levine, Ropes and Knots, Medina Hospital came to the station for Run Review and Poisoning presentation, and an Airway presentation with hands-on airway skills performed in the back of the moving squad.

We have established a formal Orientation Program for new members of the Fire Department. This new program consists of meeting with Officers to be individually oriented to each apparatus we have, a street quiz, SCBA quiz and performance evaluation, and a quiz on the new Orientation Manual that was put together to assist new members with understanding the Township and various operations and locations within our borders. Once these objectives have been met the member is discussed at the next Officer meeting to determine if the member may be taken off probation and given full active status. This is something that was informally in place throughout the county that our Officers have worked on to establish more structure and focus for new members to become productive department members. 

We have three members enrolled in the January EMT class at the Career Center. Chris Blair has completed the course and is waiting to take his National Registry testing.

Activities:

This past month an Open House for students interested in joining our reestablished Explore Program was held with 9 applications received so far. Meetings are planned to begin in January. This program is through the Boy Scouts of America, and once basic training levels have been met the Explorers may assist on fire and emergency scenes in non-life threatening activities.

The Fire Association again this year went into our community and helped three needy families with gifts of $1,000.00 each, delivered by Santa. The families’ names were given to the association by the school guidance office.

Administration:

We have a new applicant this month and she is in processing. Hopefully she will be ready for the January meeting to be appointed. She has enrolled herself in the January EMT class. I was able to submit, and have approved, an amendment for our 2008 FEMA AFG Grant to acquire a robotic truck, Smokey the Bear costume, and fire extinguisher training prop. These items were delivered this week.
